Under this head we find the'folbwisv
article in the Frontier Sevt, published
at Westport, Mo. The editor says : V

We have upon our table a copy of a
subscription piper . that b being circula-
ted among the slave population: of Jack
son county, soliciting sunsenpoons irom
the slaves to assist and succor the Aid As
sociation emigrants in Kansas.- - Many of
these emigrants are, in nearly a famish-
ing condition, and we are not surprised
to see this free, noble, and disinterested
philanthropy exhibited by the generous,
well-bre- d, and provided-fo- r slaves on the
frontier. We are informed that in our
town and vicinity the blacks have already
collected 8C1 ! in - dimes, quarters, and
halves; and tnat they expect to raise 8100.
when the money is to be expended by a
committee of. the slaves, in purchasing
provisions and warm clothing, which are
to be sent to the Territory, and

"

gratui-
tously distributed' among the emigrants
that are in most need of these necessaries.
We hope to hear more of this charitable
and laudable undertaking, that in our
next we may give a - full report from the
hands of the committee. . :

' The editor asserts, on his own respon
sibility, as a fact, that " many of the Aid
Association emigrants in Kansas are in
nearly a famishing condition." If he
refers to any of the emigrants who
have come out under the auspices of the
Emigrant Aid Company of New England,
he is misinformed. We reside amon?- o
them, and meet them daily, and have not
heard of a single case of suffering or of
want, other than for comfortable houses,
since we arrived in the Territory in No
vember last. Every kind of provisions,
other than butter and potatoes, used in
the East are plenty here, and at prices
but a little if any higher than in New
York or Boston, Money, we are confi-

dent, is more plenty, and not one half the
complaint is made about hard times which
is made at the East.' l

We understand that an " Aid Asso
ciation " has been organized in Missouri
to run pro-slave-

ry voters into this Terri
tory, to remain here until after election.
It is said they, are distributed through
the different districts in numbers design--
edto be sufficient to control the elections,
and secure pro-slave- ry representatives in
the Legislature. It is probable this is the
character ofpersons which the Xews rep
resents are in " nearly a famishing con
dition.' It also is Dossible that thev ara
the masters of the "slave population"
who are soliciting subscriptions for suc
cor. We confess we are not rosted in
this matter, and would thank the A'eves

for information. - . . -

On reflection, we bave thought it pos- -

siblo that this subscription of the negroes,
in Jackson county, .was a mere ruse on
their part to blind their masters, with a
view of collecting a fund for colonizing
some portion of their number. Whether
such a movement would be laudable,"
and receive the encouragement of our
Frontier Xevs man, we shall not under-

take to say.

Editor Before leaving von?
beautiful village for this far-fam- and
distant Territory, I promised to commu
nicate to you, ana to many others through
the medium of the Democrat, the impres
sions my mind might receive concerning

.a. v ui ma huuuui nu JkUUa
manner as my judgment and experience
would direct. Two causes have conspir-
ed to prevent the fulfillment of this prom-
ise before the present . time : first the
want ofproper information touching the
character of the soil, climate,' and pro-
ductions of the Territory, together with
the settlements, pursuits, politics, fec, of
the ' people ; and, second,' the want of
kiiure and the difficulty ofobtaining ma-teri-

wherewith to indite one's thoughts.
I wish to premise this, and all other ar-

ticles that I may furnish you upon Kan-
sas Territory with the following an-

nouncement : that I shall speak of Kan-
sas as I see it and comprehend ' it, per-
mitting myself to extenuate naught and
naught set down in malice," but a fplain
unvarnished tale relate," and, from the
data I may from time to time furnish; let
each and all determine for themselves
whether or not Kansas presents sufficient
inducements for them to make their homes
among us. Concerning myself I have
only to say, that while I would upon no
consideration urge any person to come
to Kansas, yet were I in Pennsylvania,
and had the same knowledge of Kansas
that I now have, I would not remain in
Pennsylvania twenty-fou- r hours. .
' 1 left Meadville on the morning of Mon-

day, OcU 30th, and arrived in Kansas at
noon on Tuesday, Nov, 7, thus making
the trip from your place to the Territory
in little over one week ; and had I not
intentionally stopped over one day in
Cleveland, and another in Chicago, by
loss of train,-- 1 would . have arrived in
Kansas in less than one week from the
time of starting. This speed, however,
can only be attained in traveling by those
who will understand how to travel. As,
for example, the Cdnneautville company,
under the direction of Mr. Albright, left
on the Friday previous to my departure,
and arrived in Kansas two days after my
arrival. All persons from your section
of the country had better take the route
by Cleveland, Chicago, and St Louis, as
they will find it quite as cheap as any
other route, and 'much more expeditious.

After my arrival in Kansas City 1 re
mained around for a few days ' in that
place and the neighboring town of West-por- t,

learning what I could by conversa-
tion of the Territory, and preparing for a
departure into the interior in order to look
for myself. Those "few days" were the
darkest days I have seen since my de-

parture from tho East The rain fell in
torrents upon one day the next it snowed
to the depth of three or tour inches, and
the next was stinging cold truly "cold
comfort" for one who had left the fair
and fertile lands of the old Keystone in
search of a warmer sun and a more con-

genial climate. :

In the midst of such weather as l have
just djscribed tho Conneautville, Pa., del
egation arrived, rom some misunder
standing between tho agents ot the com
pany and its members, there was much
ill feeling manifested ; in consequence of
which, coupled with the bad weather and
the sinister croakings of Missourians,
wishing to" discourage everything in the
shape of emigration from the free States;
they were the most sorry ana aisconso- -

late set ot beings a man wouia wisn to
behold. While speaking of the Uonneaut-vill- e

company, it might be proper to re-

mark, that in due time after their arrival
at Kansas City, they took up their line
of inarch for the Osage and Sugar creek
portion of the Territory, which lies about
eighty to one hundred miles S. W.' of
Kansas City. Here, like the Israelites of
the Scriptures, their eyes beheld the
promised land, and in the exuberance of
their feeling, imitated the great philoso-
pher on the successful solution of the
problem, called theirsettlement"Eureka."
The intention was good, the act was a fail- -.

ure ; for, if the philosopher had forgotten
the solution of his problem as soon as our
Pennsylvania friends have forsaken their
Eureka, the world would have been little
benefitted by his discovery. The Con-

neautville company is completely broken
up ; some are at this place Lawrence
some at the new city of Topeka; twenty-fiv- e

miles above this on the Kansas river
some at Kansas, Westport, Parkville,

and other points in Missouri, and others
have returned to their homes in the old
Keystone State. The great drawback to
the Conneautville company was, that they
relied too much upon the capacity and en-

ergy of their agents, and not enough up
on themselves. , I am also fearful that
many came to the Territory illy advised
of the hardships they would hare to en-

counter, and less prepared to encounter
them. ' It is not a fancy sketch when I
say that many leave the comforts of their
old homes in the .hast and come to Kan-

sas with the expectation of sitting down
in a homestead furnished with all the ele-

gance and luxuriance that time, money,
and labor can rjrocure. " Briclror marble

A statement of facts in relation to the
Pennsylvania Kansas Company may cot
be uninteresting to your readers, and,
with your leave, I wfll give them to the
public. Our agent, C. Albright, Esq.,
who was appointed specially for that pur-
pose, and so btkrrt made a contract, in
September last with Capt Fresco, of the
steamer Tropic, then at Pittsburgh, for
passage from New Brighton, on the Ohio
river, to Kansas City, Mo.,' for 15, and
freight at 81a hundred ; to start as soon
as the river should become navigable.- - '

In consequence of the low rates at which
the con tract was made, all of usdetermined
on carrying through our household fur-

niture : as also our mechanical and ag
ricultural implements. As we were to
start as soon as the water should rise in
the Ohio, and be ready for passage in
five days after receiving a dUpatch that
the river was up, we deemed it essential a
that our goods, should be ready conse-
quently they were deposited in a ware-
house in Conneautville ready, for ship-
ment at an hour's notice. ;

The river did not rise, and we were
delayed from week to week until towards
the last of October, when I received a
letter from Mr. Albright, who was in
Cambria county, stating that he had de-

termined on leaving Pittsburgh with his
branch of the company, on the 27th of
October, and to take tho railroad, as the
river had not . risen, and there was no
prospect of its doing so. He suggested
the propriety of our taking the northern
route by railroad and meet him in St
Louis. The Pittsburgh Ditpatch&nd the
Phlsburghr Jottrnal, each bearing date
one day later than Mr. Albright's letter
came to hand by the same mail, . and
stated that the water "wis threefed in the
Ohio, and rising; When those papers
came to hand it was then raining in Con-

neautville. As President of the company,
and Master of Emigration, I immediately
called a meeting of the officers, and laid
Mr. Albright's letter and the Pittsburgh
papers before them for their considera-
tion. .The result was, we concluded it
was best to go by the southern Toutc ;
and in case the Tropi: was not able to
go down the river that one of lighter
draft be procured to take us through.
A telegraphic dispatch was prepared, and
forwarded by express to Meadville, to be
sent to Mr. Albright, instructing him
that we would meet him at New Brigh
ton on the 30th of October ; and that if
the river was not high enough to float
the Tropic, that he procure a small steam-
er

I

which would be able to carry us.
This was on Monday, and the time

fixed for departure was on the Friday fol-

lowing. On Wednesday, in company
with one of our number, l went to Mead
ville for the purpose of telegraphing with
Mr. Albright, and to learn if he had been
successful in ' procuring passage. The
telegraph line was out of repair, and no
communication could be got through, and
I returned without having accomplished

; ' "anything. - ; -
: On i riday noon we bid adieu to our

friends in Conneautville, and were on our
way to this locality. That night at about
ten o'clock," while at Shermanville, I re
ceived a 'dispatch from Mr. Albright,
dated at Pittsburgh, and directed to J
W. Brigdek Esq. Meadville, saying:
" Tell Brown to hurry through with his
party. AH right 1 will meet him at
rew Brighton on Monday. Lf mil then
I had experienced many forbodings about
the state of the water in the Ohio, as it
had ceased raining from the time on Mon
day previous, when we had determined
upon starting; but this dispatch cheered
us all, and we " hurried on," according
to our instructions. At Sharon we met
Mr. Albright, who informed us that the
river was falling; that he had tried to
inform U3 of the fact, but he found the
wires down, and that no message could
be got through.! This intelligence threw
us into disorder, but we determined on
continuing our journey "

At New Brighton tickets were procured
for passage, to St. Louis by railroad, via
Uhicago, at 13 80. r rom thence to
Kansas city for $10. . Besides this, there
was the item of hotel fare, which run up
our bills from 915, as contracted for on
the Tropic, to about 830. The goods
were left in the charge of Z. B. Page,
our Secretary, who took them by railroad
to Cincinnati, thence by river to Kansas
city, costing us $2 63 a hundred, instead
of a dollar, as we expected on' leaving
your county. They were also near three
weeks behind the company, on account
oi coming oy waier.

I was compelled to leave the company
at New Brighton, and go by way of Lin
cinnati, where I had made arrangements
to procure my type for the publication of
tho Herald of Freedom.' Hence I saw
no more of them until my arrival in Kan-

sas city, one week behind the main party
When I found; the company they were
much broken to pieces, having no head,
and completely disorganized. Air. Al
bright had succeeded in .' making the
company believe that I had done them
great injustice in taking them by the south
era route, contrary to his express instruc
tions,ashe declared, and some had become
prejudiced against the Emigrant Aid Co.

which had selected this place as the point
for a commercial city, in consequence of
along communication published in the
N. Y. Times from some member, of fhe
American' Settlement Company, which
Mr. Albright was in the constant habit of
reading to individuals he dare approach
with the article. The result was, he took
from most of his dupes from five to ten
and twenty dollars for city lots iu a new
town the American Settlement Company
was about to locate ; and on his arrival in
Kansas city he took occasion to disband
the Pennsylvania company, probably fear
ing my arrival,
