An Abolitionist Badly Whipped.
The most interesting ceremony ever

' witnessed in this town was the whipping
of a "live abolitionist,' with the eupho-

nious name of J. V. B. Kelly, who hails
all the way from Cincinnati, Ohio, by
Mr.- Grafton Thomason, late of Clay
eounty, Missouri. Mr. Thomason, a short
time ago, lost a valuable negro woman,
who it was thought was induced to drown
herself by the thieving scoundrel who u
the subject of this article. Kelly who
was heard to express himself in the mat,
ter, severely reproached Mr. Tiiomason
for being a slaveholder. Mr. Thomason
on hearing of the matter, called on the
said Kelly, who him to understand
that he did not speak to meu who owned
negroes. Mr. lhomason did nut wait
lor a further expression from him, but
seized the independent individual and
nearly wore him out against the ground.
A inena attempting 10 intenere, as, oy
one blow from the powerful fist of Mr.
Thomason, landed backwards, "on the
other side of Jordon."

A meeting of the citizens wa3 called
n the following morning, and a com-

mittee appointed to command Kelly to
leave the place at an hour's notice. The
absence in the town of the article "tar,"
prevented the citizens frost donning him
a coat of tar and feathers, lie leu our
town between, two days, and should he
ever come back, he will be forced to go
through with a tight rope performance.

Great Elass Meeting at Atchison.
Owing to- the excitement caused by

the actioES of one J. W. B. Kelly, au
- avowed "anolitionlstr wad
expressions which, were made publicly
on our streets, and which nearly resulted
in his death, a meeting of the citizens of
Atchison and vicinity was called to en-

dorse the action of Mr. Grafton Thom-
ason, who gave him one of the severest
castigations ever inflicted on a human
being.

Ten o'clock being the hour appointed
for the meeting, and a vast concourse of
people assembled.1

On motion of Robert S. Kelly, Doctor
Dudley McVay was called to the chair.

On motion of Ira Norris, Robert S.
Eeliey was elected Secretary.

N. i. Ireland, Esq., beingcalled upon,
in an appropriate and explicit speech,
stated tne objects of the meeting. The
Speaker went over the actions of this ab-

olition culprit, and referred to the many
instances in which lie had been heard to
cast reproach upon the institution of sla-

very, and the uttcrring of sentiments
which were dangerous to be allowed to
be uttered in a slave State. He alio re-

ferred to the castigation administered to
him by Mr. Thomason, of whom, as a
slaveholder, he had been making uncall-
ed for and unjust remaiks.

On motion, a committee of three, con-
sisting of Robert S. Kelley, Albert G.
Smith, and V. B. Brocket, were appoint-
ed by the chair to draft resolutions ex-

pressive of the sense of tlw meeting.
The committee, after : retiring a few

minutes, returned and through the chair-
man, reported the following resolutions,
which were adopted unanimously.

On motion of Mr. Henry - Addoms,
copies of the resolutions above, and the
proceedings ofthis- meeting were order-

ed to be made out, and a committee of
three be requested to circulate them,
with a view of obtaining signatures,
thereby showing w!k were pro-slave-

men, and who were abolitionists all who
refused to endorse t!io action - of this
meeting to be taken into consideration on
Saturday evening next, August 1 1th; at
which time the sitii committee are to
make their report. The above resolu-

tion having been .adopted without a dis-

senting voice, the chairman, in compli-

ance with its provisions, appointed Ira
Noi ris, John Bennett and L. L. Boles,
said committee to obtain signatures.

The committee appointed to Wait on
Mr. Kelly reported that he' was not to be
found in the city or neighborhood, but
aciiog under the belief that "discretion
was iiie belter part of valor," had left
some time during the night.

Many matters were discussed in re-

gard to thft retsciit depredations of free--
soilers settled iu the neighborhood, whicji
resulted in a deterrafpaiiotv on the part
of those present not t until this
neighborhood could say thai the .foot" of
no abolitionist pollutes our soil Squat
ter Sovereign.

Watch the Abolitionists,
Circumstances have transpired within

a few weeks past in this neighborhood,
which place beyond a doubt theexistence
of an organized baud of abolitionists in
our midst. We counsel our friends who
have morkey in slave property, to keep a
sharp look out, lest their valuable slaves
may be induced to commit acts .which
might jeopardize their lives. -

Mr. GrafrjQ Thonuuon, of tli place
lost a v aluablo negro about a week ago,
and we have not tua least doubt but tnat
he was parsnaded by one" of this law-

less band to destroy herself, rather tliaii
remain in slavery. In fact, one of this,
gang was heard to remaik, "that she did
perfectly right. in drowning herself," and
just as he would have done, or n hat eveiy
negro who is heid in bondage should do.
We ask, shall a raau expressing such sen-

timents be permitted to reside in our
very midst be permit'e'd to run at large
among our slaves, sowing tne seeds 01

discord and discontent, jeopardizing our
lives and our property. Wo may justly
be brauded as "ruthaas aud cowards
did we permit it.

In another instance, we hear of a serv-

ant being tampered with, and iaduced to
believe that she "was illegally held in
bondage," aid that she was "oan equal-

ity with her owners ;" since which time
she has been unruly, and shows evidences
of discontent. Such is the euect pro
duced by 'permitting the " convicts and
criminals of the eastern ciiies, shipped
out here by the Aid Societies to reside in
our midst. '

The depredations of this fanatical set
do- - not stop here. Their crimes arc more
numerous, and their acts more bold. It
is well known that cm Independence and
Walnut creek?, within a few miles of this
place, a greai number of freesoilers or
abolitionists are settled, whose thieving
propensities .have been well known for
some time past. We honestly believe
that an organized band of these outlaws
exist, whose objects, for pecuniary gain
aud spite, are to rob us of our property,
drive off our horses and oxeu, incite our
slaves to rebellion or insurrection, and
when opportunity offew, afford" them fa-

cilities tor escaping.
Within a short time, about one hund-

red and fifty head of cattle have bocn
stolen fro! this neighborhood, driven off
and sold. Eight or.uine horses and sev-

eral mules have been taken out of the
emigrauts' camp, drove olf to parts un
known, and tho money for the same is.
now jingling in the pockets of the aboli
tiouists. ; A valuable horse, and several
yoke of oxen have been taken from this
town; and circumstances all point to the
settlements on W aluut aud Independence
crocks, as the head quarters of the per
petrators of these acta. Occurrences of
this kind were never known before in
this neighborhood, and prior to tlie ship
ment of the "filth nd scum" of our
eastern cities, our property was secure,
our slaves were contented and happy. .

' The enormity of these etiences, and
the great loss ot property, should open
the eyes of our to their, true sit-

uation. We cannot feel sale while the
air of Kansas b polluted by the breath
of a single freesoiler. We are not safe,
aud requires the total
eXtermiuxttion of this beu Let ns act
immediately, aad with that decision that

ill3t once convince these desperadoes
that it is our firm determination to keep
their dishonored feet from staining tho
fair carpet of Kansas. "

We propose a ' meetinar of the friends
of the South, which includes all the 'law
aad order meu in the Territory, where
we may devjso some way for ptotectioa
against the depredations of these scound
rels, and appoint a committee to notify
several ot uje gang, who are residents iu
oat town, that u;eir presence is uo longer
needed, and wUl not be toleiated.

Hot "Weather Beware of Excesses.
The delay of the hot. weather renders

caution all the more necessary now 'that
it has come. Statistics show that the
large!-- number of deaths from impru-
dence happen when a cold spell is sud-

denly succeeded by one of intense heat;
and the reason is that people, feeling the
change acutelr, thoaghtk-sl-v risk their
health in the effort to ret cool. A labor-- .
er lecomes over-heate- rushes to a hy-
drant, drinks cold water to excess, and
perishes in a few hours. Anollner per-
son seeks relief in julep, cobblers; and
other mis-calle- d "cooling- - drink?," and
the result is increased excitement of the
brain, instead of diminished action there,
often followed by sudden death. A
third is tempted by freTi fruit, and either
eats too much or eats that which is not
ripe, and. lie too pays --for indiscretion
with his life. A fourth, fifth and sixth
violate the laws of health in some other
way, and are prostrated by illness, if not
swept into" the grave. And so it goes,
to the end of the chapter.

Tho viitue of temperanoe, at this period
of the season, cannot be inculcated too
strongly. We do not mean temperance
in tho use- - of distilled or malt liquo-- s

only, but temperance in all things, but
especially eating, drinking, and work.
A surfeit, when the thermometer is at
ninety, is almost certain death. Even a
slight overloading of the stomach, or the
indulgence in some indigestible article of
food, often leaJs to violent cramps, if
not to cholera in its worst form. But
to eat too little, or to-- eschew either meats
or fruits altogether, as some theorists do,
is an error only less dangerous. The
safest way is to continue the usual diet,
whatever that has been, taking 'tare,
however, to indulge moderately, that is
with temperance. So also with drinking.
I fit is madness to imbibe "Spirituous
liquors in the hope of being cooled,, it is
folly to injure the digestive organs by
excessive indulgence- - iu soda-wat- pr

Nature invariably suffers
when attempts are made suddcnly to cool

a.person who is heated. Moderation in
all tilings is indispensable. To jump,
into a river, to quatf copiously of ice-wat-

'or to bring anything else that is
cold. iuto sudden contact with the body,
when the latter is heated, is "trilling with
health and life.

- Excesses in work are a fertile source of
illness, aud sometimes of death, in sul-

try weather. No marl can" perform, as
much labor on a hot day, or under a ver-

tical summer sun, as he can in winter,
or under cover.

It is not only day --laborers who are
in jeopardy. "Any unusual draft upon
the nervous, or even muscular cystem, is
sure to be feltat the seat of life. A wise
m.va will always economise his strength
in lha- - summer. Whoever over-work- s

himself in any way exhausts the nervous
power, part of which should have gone
10 assist the digestion, and the conse-

quence is, that wheu he comes home,
latigued and hungry, to-- eat a hearty
meal, he Is struck down by b4Uious chol-l:- f

dysentery or cholera. To throw oft
the garments, when heated, and sit in a
current of air, is a common error, and
the seeds of many a coiisuniptiou have
beeu planted in this way, in healthy
men. B-- i temperate in your labors and
in your pleasures, in sleeping and in
walking, it you would escape the diseases
incident to hot weaiher,' and which are
so often fatal.- - Phil. Ledger.

Minnesota All Eight.
The following resolutions were adop

ted unanimously at a Convention held at
St. Paul, Minnesota, on the 4th of July,
after listening to an Oration pronounced
by Doct. Jewett, late of Boston. The
resolutions arc not wanting in "back-

bone," and may be taken as the feeling

of a sister Territory on the slavery ques
tion. We copy them from the Minnesota

Republican : -

Resolved, That the question of Slave-

ry in the United Slates is paramount to
ail other political questions of the day ;
the settlement of whieli must precede
the restoration of peace to the country,
aud the possibility, of any harmony or
useful legislation on the part of the fed-

eral government.
Resolved, That we regard the Fugi-

tive Slave Law as unsurpassed in moral
turpitude by any other 'mstitutioH of

modern times; that while its
ostensible purposes are to carry out the
principles of the federal constitution, the
character of its authors, the circumstan
ces of its enactment, and the manner of
its execution, are sufficient assurances
that its grand design is to nationalize the
institution of slavery, to crush out the
expanding spirit of liherty, in the North,
and teach the necks of Northern freemen
to bow in, submission to. the mandates of
the slave power ; and furthermore :

Resolved, That no love of union shall
ever fascinate us, nor threats of disunion
terrifv us into acquiesence in its require
ments : but that we will vindicate hu
manity by waging unceasing war upon it,
nor lay down our weapons until Congress,
returning to a sense of its duties and re-

sponsibilities, shall finally and uncondi
tionally repeal it.'

Resolved, That in the judgment of
this meethrg, the abrogation of the Mis-

souri Compromise by the infamous Kansas-N-

ebraska bill, was a gros violation
of national faith, and had for its object
the plantation of slavery upon the toil
before expressly consecrated to human
freedom: but though wicked iu its orig
ination and calamitous in its results, its
evHs are mitigated in Dart bv the fact
that it relieves of all obligations to com-

promise with slaveholders, and henceforth
we stand inflexibly opposed to the ietto--
duction of any more slave btates, wheth
er north or south, of whatever geograph
ical hue.

Resolved, That the present Chief Mag
istrate of the United States would have
signalized his devotion to the Consitu- -
tion 01 nis country no Ies3 dt aeienaing
the freedom of the press and the purity
of the ballot box in Kansas, than by his
ofucious alacrity to kidnap into slavery
the unoffending fugitive Uums.

Resolved. Tiiat the "Union of the
States" is not perpetuated by the crime
of slavehulding, and we call on Congress
while abstaining from interference with
the institution of slavery in the States
whe?e it exists, to exert its utmost power
on all possible occasions to crippiO and
suppress it.

Overland Route to Kansas.
A geutleman writing from New York

to the Boston Traveler, on the 20th olt.,
proposes the overland route from Bur-

lington, Iowa, to Kansas, " He says large
parties are now preparing to enter Kan
sas by this route. We make the follow-- !

wg extract: ' j
"From Chicago, companies or.tinjle

emigrants could proceed either to' Bur-
lington or Rock Island, and from the lat-

ter place by packet to Muscatine, and soon
by either route to the . interior of the
State by continuous railroad. J. E. Hen-
ry, Esq., the gentlemanly saperintendant
of the- - Rock Island road, residing at Day-enpo- rt,

or Mr. Tracy, at Chicago, or C--.

G. Hammond, Esq., of the Burlington
road, will grant every - facility. , . By the
well equipped line of stages under the
agency of Mr. E. S. Alvordl and O.
C. Toilen, of Burlington, Iowa," with
good carriages, sure footed horses and
careful drivers, choice may be made of
several routes. The passage may be
made through to Council Bluffj, or it
may be terminated in tlie interior; where
cattle and supplies- - can be purchased at
tlie most reasonable prices, aud wbefe the
freeman is sure of being treated as a cit-
izen, with respect and courtesy. One
line terminates its route at BloomfiehJ,
sixty miles from Burlington, another 6t
Charlton, 114 miles, and a third goes
through; from Davenport, JJurlington,
and Muscatine ;. thus the journey may
coutmue by stage or be terminated at
some nearer point. In October, one rail
road will be opeu to Iowa City, crossing
the Mississippi river by abridge at Rock
Island. If preferred, teams can be hired
at anv of the river cities to take baggage
and sapplies to tlie interior, or through
at 3 per day. The men may go forward
md sunplv themselves with teams ot their
own, and the women and children pro
ceed at once to Council Bluffs, or accom
pany- their husbands by the more south
ern routes to Glenwood or Sidney, and
thence proceed by land into the Territo-
ry, entering it from tho north. All . the
necessary supplies with which the emi
grant should enter into a hew country can
be procured oxen, horbes, cows, grain
for seed, or foojl, bacon, pork, butter,
eggs, fowls, oxen at from $75 to 8100
the yoke; cows from $15 to $25; coin
35 cents';-baco- C ; eggs
3nd other articles in proportion.

"The distance.by this route will be less
though the time may be extended, but
what is a few.days spent on a journey
compared with the many inconveniences
experienced by the old route. The in-

creased expense of overland travel by
stage will be more than counterbalanced
by the cheapness of supplies. And in
regard to safety, accommodations, cour-
teous treatment, the two routes can bear
no comparison.

"The inhabitants of Iowa are friends
of freedom, and deeply interested in se-

curing the freedom ot Kansas and Ne-

braska. They stand ready to lend a
helping hand either in forwarding emi--

gratiou or succoring the settlers ia any
time of emergency.

"To every- - true hearted man who goes
to Kansas Lite friendship and favor of
Iowa is desirable, and in his passage
through her holders ho may bo ure of
every kindness and attention.

"It can be demonstrated that slavery
can never be established in Kansas but
at the point of the bayonet, and in such a
crisis the alliance of neighbors is the first
tiling to be sought;" in the meantime
those more distant can rally to the rescue.
Uut America and the 10th century is
neither the time or the place for such a
measuie to succeed. Tne attempt if per-
severed in, will overwhelm" the institu-
tion of slavery in ruin, not only in Mis-

souri but through the wlole south. The
free Slates will make common cause aud
with 3,000,000 of allies in the south, the
reMilt.cannot long be doubtful. But may
God grant delivereuce from such an aller-na.iv- et

Governor Eeeder's Removal.
The announcement in last Monday

morning's city papers of Gov. . Reedei 's
removal from otfice, though, by no means
unexpected, has called forth iu our midst,
as elsewhere, the strongest expressions
of indignation.
