Is the Punishment of death really just
er useful in any well governed State?—
Has it ever been Enown w make evil dis-
posed men better, or to improve the mor-
als of society? Oun the contrary, does
not the slight value set upon human life
by the penal laws, furnish an apparent
example, an excuse, and a justification
for the assassin? If a government, all
strength, hasa right to wage war upon a
single defenseless, though guilty subject,
and to destroy Lis existence by superior
force, will not the resolved murderer ar-
gue that the right belongs to sociely, not
more in a collective than in an individual
sepse ?

Are not the feeliugs of every civilized
and christian community sbocked and
outraged #—its moral sense blunted and
slyzed, on every oceasion of the in-
fliction of the death penalty upon 3 mal-
elactor, however heinous his offense, and
however secretly the fatal blow be given?
The day and the hour at which the
doomed man is to be dragged forth from
his dark cell—the grave-clothes, the cnf-
fin, the blind-folding, the binding of the
limbs with tords, the halier, the gibbet,
the drop,- the agonizing strangulation—
pah !—are not the images of all this hor-
rible paraphernalia impresged upon the
mind of every man, woman and child,
during every hour of the day within
which such an exhibition of legalized
brutality is known tobe in process? How
many thousands ask themselvesand each
other—had this seamingly forlorn, help-
less, deserted victim, a wife or ¢hild, pa-
rents or kindred, Lere or elsewhere ?

Why not do it in-
apen day, so that all those *;just persons”
who desire to behold such displays of the
vengeance of the law—and all others who
are emulous from any other motive, lo
be present at the authorized slaughter of
a buman being, may be accommodated
and gratified.  This would be more hon-
orable to the State, and vastly more hu-
mane, even, than sneaking behind the
dead walls of a prison .\‘m‘ﬁ. aud there,
by the help of & posse of sheriff’s offi-
cers, a few deputized surgeons, and n
dozen “invited guests,” commilling the |
legal butchery secundum ariem.— EBostun
Guzette.

Rattlesnake’s Bite.

Many persons have died of the bite of
this wilyand dangerousreptile. Although
not so large in size as the boa constrictor
yet the effeetsof its bite, if not provided
agninst, gre 0 fatal and deadly as the
coils which enfold man snd horse in their
chill embrace. Many may wonder why
the bite of the rattlesnake isso fatal.—
The reasons are simply these : The pois-
on, or the fluid which acts as such, issues
ftom the fangs, and is secreted in the
wound made by the bits. This fluid
chills and crystalizes the blood, and be-
numbing steals gradually over the frame,
like that felt by a freezing person, the
blood being like water in a freezing state.
Some years ago a physician was bitten by
a rattlesnake ; but, unfortuoately, thouwrh
be cured many of various kinds of dis-
enses, ho could not cure Limsslf, nor
could be be cured by any of his brother
physicians; and in one or two hours he
died a martyr to his own ignoranve, with
the antidote within arms’ reach, and
whieh, if taken intime, would havesaved
hislife. And even pow there are like
cases in Lthe papers, which proves beyond
a doubt that the fast is not known as it
ought to be that braady or rum taken im-
mediately after the bite, or as soon as con-
venient, and in such quantity as to make
a person tipsy, will destroy the effects of
the poison and serveas a safe sad sure
antidote,

Cisterns.

I read an article in the Register of the
11th inst., on cisterns, and as water, pure
and uncontaminated, is one of the first
necessaries in a family, I thought it might
be well to state a very simple method, by
which the accumulation of dirt may be
prevented, and that is to have a shut-off,
which should always be opened after a
rain, and when rain comes, letit remain
open until the water comes from the roof
colorless the first discharge will be found
higilly colored, but it will secon bhecome
pure and limpid, and fit for the palate of
the most fast:dious, The dirt that col-
lects in a cistern is from the accumulation
on the roof, and in the conductors, de-
posited there by birds, and also by the
wind.

The ordinary way of fixing & shut-off,
is to cut an opening in the side of the up-
right conduetor into which a shingle is
placed when it is desired o shut off the
water, but this method is quite uncertain,
as the shingle is very apt w be foreed out
by the rain, or blown out by the ‘wind,
An equally simple, and much more ef-
fective way, is to have a horizontal shoe,
a foot or more long, and atthe point
where it enters the house, muil & narrow
strip of board, say an inch thick, across
the bottom of the shoe on the insids, then
just back of this point bore a good sized
hole, into which™ put a plug, the water
will then flow ever the strip of board in-
to the eistern, take out the plug and all
the water will be discharged at theauzer
hole ; not one drop can go into the cis-
tern,

The Working of Cows.

Why should not cows work for their
living as well a8 other females—animal
and human ? We were visiting a friend
the other day, who owned a small farm
and managed it well ; and in the course
of our observations he called our atten-
tion tw a large calf, the largest one we
ever saw at the early age of two days old.
It was a beaaty. We wanted to see the
cow that produced such fruit. He show-
ed her w us. She was a good coudition-
ed eow, but only of the ordinary size.—
"Ho then remaiked that the cow belonged
to a yoke of cows; which with two other
cows, had done all his farm work for sey-
erl years past—hauling wood, drawing
stone, plowing greensward, harrowing
the ground, hauling manure, &e.  They
worked as kindly and more actively than
oxen, and appeared in as good plight, and
produced as good calves, and gave as
much milkas lazy cows that did not work.
He is quite sure that a small farmer who
hias no very heavy work to do—such as
logging, &c., had much better keep four
cows, and teach them fo work, than to
keep two cows only andone yoke of ox-
