devotedly opposed w slavery as men can
be.
Look over Kansas to-dsy and it will
be obseved that the opponents of slavery
have no firmer advoeales, and none who
will go to greater lengths to prevent the
establishment of slavery in Kansas than
settlers from thg Southern States, who
have seen the Jils resulting from the in-
stitution, and who have removed to
Kansas to avoid its contaminating influ-
ence. With the exception of their perfect |
hatred of the mnegroas a race, we oould |
desire no stauncher advocates for the |
freedom of Kansas than the Southern set- |
tlers.

Results of Slavery.

The Newburyport Herald, in a sensi-

ble article on this subject, remarks:

The disastrous effects of negro slavery
are seen in s breaking down all the in-
terests of the States where it is establish-
ed. The slave owners constantly com-
plain of theirlosses from runaway slaves;
and in 1850 passed a law to have us re-
turn them, but there is not a State in the
whole Bouth that would not be better off
to-morrow if all their slaves should die
to-might. Instead of parsuing the ne-
froes t carry them back, it is wonder-
ul when they see the evil, that they do
not drive them away and hunt them with
hounds and guns beyond their borders.
As asimple illustration of what slaver
does in the Old Dominion, look at this
fact: a few days ago 70,000 acres of
land were sold, in separate tracks, vary-
ing from 1000 to 10,000 acres, located 1n
six different counties, at from 1§ to 24
cents per acre.

allow to eventheir white brothers, while
ever preaching the Christian duties o
self denial and honesty to the humble
and homeless of the earih as the sine qua
non of social life and duties.
