The meeting
was opened with prayer by Bro. Richard
Knight, .
The commiltee on Slavery offered
following report which was unanimously
adopted :

| conviction that the institation of Ameri-

can Slavery isa gross violation of the Di-
vine will; being condemned in the
strongest terms by the direct teaching of
our great Head, and by the tenor and
spirit of the whole new Testament ; and
Wasreas, we bave undertaken to act as
teachers and guides o the people in the
way of Christian Truth and Righteous-
ness, under a commission that solemnl

directs us to rebuke sin, to wamn all
whom our voice can reach against its
contaminations, and, in the spirit of love,

w exhort allevil doers to repentance ; and
Wazrzas, We regard this institution a
serious hindrenee in the way of fulfilling
our high commission to preach the Gos
pel to all nations; keeping a large class
of those for whom Christ died in helpless
ignorance, making 1t an offence against
buman lsws to open their way o the
knowledge of the truth, and, here in our
present field of labor, interfering with
the exercise of our mission, the places for
public worship and instruction being oc-
cupied for military barracks, and the
minds of the people en with the
preparations for defence against the
threstening demonstrations of the propa-
gatorsofslavery; undersuch circumstan-
cesand with these convictions as ministers
we dare not be silent in regard to this
evil ; lest the guilt of those whom we fail
to warn be laid to our charge, the cry of
the oppressed go up against us, and we
stand confounded, at the last day, by the
righteous sentence of Him who would
say unto us, ** Inasmuch as ye did it not
to one of the least of these, my brethren,
ye did it not to me.”” Therefors,

Resolved, That we do hereby unite to
bear our witness against the great wrong
of American Slavery; as aflagrant vio-
lation of the rights with which every
member of the human family is endowed
by the Creator and Father; a desecra-

tion of the Divine image, and a curse a-
like to the enslaved and the oppressor.

Resolved, That as preachers of the
Gospel we will not be deterred by any
prohibition, threatening, or reviling from
the supporters of this iniguity from tes-
lifying agsinst it in the name of the Lord
Jesus, deciding with the apostles, when-
ever forbiden »o to do, that we ought to
obey God rather than mar,

Reguloed, T'hat we view with sadness the
attempt now being made to force this in-
stitutiun upon the people of this Territo-
Ty, contrary to their wishes and their'in-
erests; and that, as citizens, we will
resolutely contend againt the effort, and
use our utmost influence toward the em-
bodyment of the principles of Freedom
and Justice in the Government that shall
here be established.

The committes to whom the subject

"CONSTITUION OF AN AUXILLIARY BIDLE S0O-
CIETY.

Arricie 1. This society shall be eall-
ed the Bible Society of Kaunsas, auxilli-
ary to the American Bible Society, and
its Depository be located at Lawrence.

Arr. 2. The objectof the Society shall
be to promote the circulation of the Holy
Seriptures, ““ without note or comment,”
and, in English, those of the commonly
received version.

Agr. 3. All persons contributing any
sum to its funds, shall be members for
one year; those contributing one dollar,
or more, shall receive—if called for with-
in twelve months—a comon Bible in re-
turn; those contributing fifteen dollars
atone time, or tweaty dollarsat two pay-
ments, shall be members for life.

Art. 4. All funds not wanted for cir-
culating the Seriptures within the Socie-
ty’s own limits, shall be paid over annu-
ally to the Parent Society, to aid distri-
butions among the destitute in other
paris of the country and in foreign lands.

Arr, 5. The officers of the Society
shall consist of a President, Vice-Presi-
dent, Secretary, and Treasurer, whosé
duties shall be such as their respective
title import.

Anrr. 6. The management of the So-
ciety shall be intrusted to an Executive
Committee of seven, including the Bec-
retary and Treasurer, which shall ap-
point its own Chairman, and make its
own By-Laws.

Art. 7. It shall be the duty of this
committee to meet frequently on adjourn-
ment, or on call of the Chairman ; to
keep a good supply of bookson hand ; to
appoint local distributors; to see that
collections in some way are m;aﬁu:ﬁ
ally in every con tion ; and t
fulz'dx are fgnrd?d!ﬂriy to the Parent
Bociety, with a statement as to the por-
tion designed for the payment of books,
and that as a donation.

Agt. 8. There shall be a general
meeting of the Society on the first Wed-
nesday in September in each year, when
a full report of all their doings shall be
resented by the Committee, a copy of

Ministers of the Gospel in
good standing in any of the Christian de-
nominations in the Territory shall be el-
igible to membership by signing the
constitution,

Agr. 3. The object of this alliance
shall be to promote the circulation of the
Scriptures, the observance of the Sab-
bath, the causes of Freedom, Temperance
and other moral reforms.

Art. 4. The officers of this society
shall be a President, a Secretary, and a
Committee of three, whosa business
shall be to make all arrangements for
meetings, select subjects and the persons
to write and preach thereon, to be cho-
sen annually.

Agrr. 5. The meetings shall be semi-
annually, on the third Wednesday of
August, and third Wednesday of Febru-
ary; the first to be ‘the annual meeling
atsuch places as the society may, from
time to time, designate. At the snnual
meetings & sermon shall be delivered
publicly on one of the subjectsembraced
in the object of this Alliance. At the
other meeting, a writlen essay or essays,
shall be presented on one of these sub-
jects, by some member or members des-
iguated ata previdus meeling.

Special meetings may be called at any
time by the committee, at the request of
three members.

Awrt. 6. This constitution may be al-
tered or amended at any meeting by the
vote of two thirds of the members pres-
ent, provided, notice of the same has been
given ata previous meeting,

The constitution was unanimously
adopted, and received the following sig-
natures : S, S. Snyder, Ephriam Nute,
Jr., Richard Kuight, Charles H. Lovejoy,
S. Y. Lum, Francis Barker, L. B, Den-
nis, G. W. Hutchinson, Geo. Lewis, B.
C. Deunnis.

Officersofthe Alliance were then chosen
as follows: President, L. B, Dennis; Sec-
retary, Ephriam Nute, Jr.; Committes of
Arrangements, B. Y. Lum, Francis Bar-
ker, 8.
