_ Persecution.

The annoyances and persecutions
which men, in favor of a Free State for
Kansas have suffered here, is almost in-
credible. We could not bslieve, if we
did not see with our own.eyes, daily,
that snch things could exist in America.
Qur readers are acquainted with the
character of the Kickapoo Rangers—the
murderers of Brown, They are mostly
made up of poor, driuking white men
from Missouri—so mean and degraded
that no respectable slaveholder would
associate with them. The:e men have
been maintained by subscriptions ob-
tsined in Missouri, mostly in Plals co.,
for the express purpose of harrassing and
driving off Free State settlers. A gen-
tieman who moved into the neighbor-
lood of Kickapoo,; from Platte county,
knew most of them, personally. He in-
formed usthat his wife had recently been
on a visit to her friends in Missouri, and
when there, she saw a subscription paper
passing around, to obtain provisions and
fands to keep up and support this com-
pany.

Our informant is a gentleman of the
strictest integrity, and will probably be
summoned, with his wile also, to appear
hefore the Congressional committee and
bear testimony to the above facts.

The atroecities which will - come to
light, through this committee, il they
are faithful and fearless, will exceed any-
thing ever before known in civilized
life.

Three of the daily journals of our
city have voluntarily called the public
attention to the fact that we -forward
merchandise to Kansas; and have
become so deepl
branch of our busimess as to give us an
editoril notice of the arrival of mer-
chandise consigned to our care, and re-

rt the same as ‘‘spotted.” In addi-
tion, we are ealled ““negro stealers,” “‘ab-
olitionists,” “aiders and abettors of the
abolition invaders,” &c. It can hardly
be necessary to a commercial community
say that such slander can alone come
from personal malice.

As forwarding merchants, we have
r more than one year past shipped
merchandise 1o Kansas, consigned to us
by the New England Emigrant Aid
company, the New York Emigrant Com-
pany, and by cilizens of several of the
Southern Siates. We have not seen
proper to inquire into the religionor pol-
itics of our patrons; neitber have we
thought it our duty lo examive into the
packages, or inguire their conients as
they passed through our hands, further
than is customary with the duties of a
forwarding merchant. We know no

iness ; neither can we s7e why tie mer-
chants of Si. Louis should be called into
the controversy politically between slav-
ery and freedom. We have exerted our
humble influence to bring this emigrant
transit and business through our city ;
and we arée happy to say that it has
already been the means of leaving some
hundreds of thousands of dollars here ;
and we still mean to do all we can 1 can
to continue this trade with our city. It
needs no prophet to fortell the immense
business which would naturally come to

time,

State or Territory. A large numb2r will
arrive this weck, who anticipate spend-
ing several thousand dollars in our city
for machinery and merchandise.

The route thus far has been most gen-
arally through our city. It remains for
the citizens of St. Louis, and Missouri,
to suy whether this source of f.h'eir pros-
perity shall be cut off and driventoa
northern route, as is now seriously con-
templated.
