. Sec. 1st. That an election shall be held
n the first Mondav in January. A. T)

; '1838, between the hours of nine o'clock
A. and six o'clock, P. at which
all the bona file male inhabitants of the

; lerntory of iiansas, over tweDtv-on- e
rears of age, who are citizens of the
United States, or vbo have declared (on
oath) their intention to become such, and
who shall have resided in said Territory
thirty days next preceding said election,
and ten days in the County wherein said

' . persons offer to vote, may vote for the
ratification or rejection of the Constitution,
adopted by the late Constitutional Lon
vention, at Locomotor, organized under
the act of the 19th of February, A. D.
18i7, entitled "An Act to provide for the
taking of a census and election of Dele-
gates to a Convention." The voting
phall be by ballot, as follows : Those
voting for said Constitution with the arti-
cle entitled " Slavery," shall cast a ballot
with the words, " For the Constitution
framed at Lecompton, with Slavery;" and
those voting for the Constitution and
against the article entitled u Slavery,"
shall cast a ballot with the words, " For
the Constitution framed at Lecompton,
without slavery ;" and those voting
against the Constitution shall cast a bal-

lot with the word?, "Against the Consti- -
. tution framed at Lecompton."

Sec. 2. It shall be the duty of the
. Governor of Kansas Territory to appoint

three f commissioners in each county,
whose duty it shall be to establish veting
precincts in their respective counties, and
appoint three judges of election in each
precinct If at the hour of opening the
polls, the duly appointed judges are not
present, or if they shall fail or refuse to
act, then the voters a&sembled shall have
power to elect judges to fill the vacancies
thus occasioned

Sec. 3. The commissioners provided
for in this act, shall by proclamation, at
least five days before the day of election

. herein provided for, indicate the place at
which in their respective counties said
election shall be held, and the judges
who' are to hold the elections in the sev-
eral precincts.

Sec. 4. Before opening the polls for
receiving votes, the judges of elections
shall be duly sworn to a faithful perform-
ance of their duties. They shall provide
suitable ballot boxes for the reception of
the ballots, and shall appoint two clerks
who shall also be sworn to keep each a
faithful record of all the names of per-
sons depositing their votes with said jud-
ges. At the closing of the polls, the
judges shall count and preserve the bal-

lots and certify at the bottom of the list
of voters, the number of votes cast in
each of the forms prescribed in the sec-

ond section of this act, which certificate
shall be attested by the clerks. One of
the list of voters thus certified, shall be
depc&ited with one of the commissioners
provided for in this act, and the other
shall be immediately . transmitted to the
Governor, in his absence, from any cause,
to the President of the Council, or the
Speaker of the House of Representatives
of the Legislative Assembly.

Sec. 5. It shall be the dutv of the
Governor of the Territory, the President
of the Council and the Speaker of the
House of Representatives, or any two of
them, lmTnt-diatel- upon receiving the re
turn?, to examine them and certify to the
reult of the vote upon the Constitution,
in the manner herein provided, and cause
the same to be made known by procla
mation, and communicated to the Presi
dent and Congress of the United States,

Sec. J. Any officers of an election
herein provided for, or of any other gen
eral or special election, which mav here
after be held in this Territory, upon any
question, or for any othcers, or any per-

son or persons, who shall knowingly in
scribe or permit to be inscribed on the
poll books, or list of votes, the name of
any voter not actually present and voting,
or the name of any person not entitled to
vote, or shall knowingly certify to a false
list of voters, or shall otherwise make or
certify to any false returns, knowing the
same to be false, shall be deemed guiltv
of felony,T and upon conviction thereof,
shall be punished by imprisonment in the
penitentiary for not less than one, nor

: more than five years.
' Sec. 7. In all offences arising under

any of the provisions of this act the
Probate Judges of the' several counties
shall have exclusive and original juris
diction, and shall have the same powers
in summoning juries, and in all other
matters appertaining to the arrest, trial,
conviction, and punishment of such
offenders as are now by law vested in the
District Courts in cases of felony : Pro-
vided, That if any Probate Judge shall
refuse to issue writs, or in any manner to
proceed under this act, the prosecution
may be instituted before the Probate
Court of any adjoining county.

Sec. 8. All act3 and parts of acts, con-

flicting with the provisions of this act,
shall be and the same are hereby re-

pealed.
Sec. 9. The passage of this act shall be

taken, and deemed sufficient notice for the
holding of said election.

Sec 10. Any person not legally au-

thorized by the foregoing provisions of
this act, who shall cast his vote at the
election herein - provided fur, shall be
deemed guilty of felony, and upon con-

viction thereof, shall be fined in any sum
not exceeding five hundred dollars, or
shall suffer imprisonment not more than
one year, or both, at the discretion of the

. court.
Sec. ll. All officers provided for by the

provisions of this act shall receive such
compensation as may hereafter be provided
by law.

Sec. 12. This act to take effect and be
in force from and after its passage.

Approved, Dec. 17. 1857.

lor the prevention and punishment of
' Election Frauds.
Be it enacted by the Governor and Leg

islative Assembly of the Territory of
Kansas, as follows: . ,

Section 1. If any person who is not a
lona file inhabitant of this Territory shall
vote at any election hold under law or
under any semblance or pretence of law,
or if any person Ehall vote more than
once at the same election, at the same
place or at different . places, he shall be
deemed guilty of felony, and upon con-

viction thereof thall be punished by im-

prisonment and hard labor for a term of
not less than one year nor more than two
years.

Sec 2. Any person or persons whatso-

ever, who may be charged with holding
any election in this Terrifc ry, authorized
by law, or held under any semblance or
pretence of law, who shall wilfully and
knowingly receive any vote offered by
any person who is not a bwia JUe resident
of this Territory, at the time of offering
to vote, or who" shall have voted previ-
ously, at the same election,-- or any other
person or persons who shall knowingly or
wilfully commit any irregularity or fraud
whatsoever, with the intent to hinder,
prevent or defeat a fair expression of the
popular wilL shall be deemed guilty of
felony, and njon conviction thereof, shall
be punished by imprisonment and hard
labor for a term not less than one vear nor
more than three years.

Sec. J. Anv person who sball nave in
his possession any falselv made, altered,
forged or counterfeit poll-bco- k, tally list,
or election returns of any election in this
Territory, authorised by law, or held un-
der any semblance or pretence of law,
knowing' the same to be falsely made,
altered, forged : or counterfeited, with
intent to hinder, prevent or defeat a fair
expression of the popular will, shall be
deemed guilty of felony, and upon con
viction thereof shall be punished by im
prisonment and hard labor for a term of
not less than one year nor more than three
years.

Sec. 4. Any person or persons, who
may be authorized by law or by any
semblance or pretence of law, to receive,
canvass or count the poll-book- s, tally
lists, or election returns of any election
held under law or under any semblance or
pretence of law, who shall wilfully and
knowingly receive, canvass and count
any poll-boo- tally list or election returns
which are fraudulent, forged or counter-
feited, or who shall falsely and fraudu-
lently count and cast up any poll-book- s,

tally lists, election returns or votes, with
intent to hinder, prevent, or defeat a fair
expression of the popular will, shall be
deemed guilty of felony, and upon con
viction thereof shall be punished by im
prisonment and hard labor, for a term not
less than two years nor more than five
years.

Sec. 5. Any person or persons author
ized by law or any semblance or pretence
of law, to grant certificates of election,
or to declare by proclamation or other
wise, the result of any election held under
law, or under any semblance or pretence
of law, who shall grant such certificates,
or declare the result of such election.
based upon fraudulent, fictitious or illegal
votes, with intent to hinder, prevent or
defeat a fair expression of the popular
will, shall be deemed guilty of felony,
and upon conviction thereof shall be.pun- -
lshed by imprisonment and hard labor for
a term not les3 than two years, nor moro
than five years.

Sec. G. Anv person or persons who
shall knowingly and wilfully inscribe or
cause to be inscribed upon any poll-boo-

tally list or election returns of any election
held under law or under any semblance
of law, the name of any person not en
titled to vote, or not voting, with intent
to hinder, prevent or defeat a fair expres-
sion of the popular will, shall be deemed
guilty of felony, and upon conviction
thereof shall be punished by imprioon-me- nt

and hard libor, for a term not less
than one year nor more than two years.

Sec. 7. Any person who shall subscribe
or ciuse to be subscribed, his own name
or any other name, as judge, or, clerk of
any election, to any falsely mane, altered,
fraudulent or counterfeited poll-boo-

tallv list or election returns, knowing the
same to be falselv made, altered, fraudu
lent or counterfeited, with inteut to hin-
der, prevent, or defeat a fair expression
of the ; popular will, shall be deemea
guilty of felonr, and uron conviction
thereof shall b punished by imprison
ment and hard labor for a term of not
less than one nor more than two years.

Sec. 8. In all offences arising under
any of the provisions of this act, the pro-

bate judges of the several counties shall
have original and exclusive jurisdiction,
and shall have the same powers in sum-
moning juries and in all other matters
appertaining to the arrest, trial, convic
tion and punishment of such offenders,
as are now by law vested ia the district
courts in case of felony: Provided, That
if anv probate judge shall refuse to issue
writs, or in any manner to proceed under
this act, the prosecution may be had be
fore the probate courts in any adjoining
couuty. ,

Sec. 9. All acts and parts of acts now
in force in this Territory, conflicting with
this act, shall be, and the same are hereby
repealed.

Sec. 10. This act to take effect and be
in force from and after its passage.

We understand it to be the opinion of
the Register, CoL Moore, that the public
lands in Kansas will not be .subject to
public sale or . private entry, except by

under two or three years.
This is important to the settlers; as those
who are occupying and improving their
claims, and having an undisputed title to
the same, will not be obliged to pay for
them within that time, which will be a
matter of great convenience to very many,
as they will thereby have ample time to
improve their land, and to realize enough
from their crops to pay for it. If this
should prove to be the policy of the Ad-
ministration in the disposal of the Kan-
sas lands, iwill be the first substantial
favor which it will have done to this Ter-
ritory. .

A large proportion of the claims now
subject to are contested by
different parties enough, it is said, to oc-

cupy the attention of thc Land Officers at
least one year in deciding.

In regard to by men who

tually reside with them on the land at

to swallow, failing in which they were to
be turned over to the Abolitionists. A
few days after this most delectable piece
of editorial agility, Gov. Walker made
his appearance, and took exactly opposite
grouuds to the Union the ground, in-

deed, occupied by the entire body of the
Democracy of the North. Indignant at
this most pitiable dilemma, and desperate
at the scornful independence of thoe
Democrats who will not be dragooned by
any man into submission to confessed
wrong, much less by so awkward a drill
sergeant as the Union, it has lost its pa-
tience, and attempts to intimidate with an
infantile vigor truly dismal to behold.

We have only to say, finally, to the
Washington Union that we dispise and
reject its censorship. When it speaks of
abolition sympathies, it should look close-
ly to its own household.

Constitution of Oregon.

The second section of the Constitution
of Oregon, provided - that the electors
should vote on the second Mouday of
November, 1857, in the following man-

ner, on their Constitution :

' Each elector who offers to vote upon
this Constitution, 6hall be. asked by the
judges of election this question : Do
you vote for the Constitution, yes or no ?
and also this question : Do you vote for
Slavery in Oregon, yes or no ? and also
this question : Do you vote for free ne-

groes in Oregon, yes or no ? And in the
poll books shall 'be columns headed re-

spectively 'Constitution, yes ;' 'Constitu-
tion, no ;' 1 Slavery, yes ;' ' Slavery, no ;'
Free negroes, yes ;' ' Free negroes,- - no.'

And the names of the electors shall be
entered in the poll books togeth-
er with their answers to the said questions
under their appropriate heads."

Section 4th provides,
" If this Constitution shall be accepted

by the electors, and a majority of all the
votes given for and against Slavery, shall
be given for Slavery, then the following
section shall be added to the Bill of
Rights, and shall be part of this Consti-
tution : 4 Sec. Persons lawfully held
as slaves in any State, Territory, or Dis-

trict of the United States, under the laws
thereof, may be brought into this State, and
such slaves and their descendants may be
held as slaves within this State, and shall
not be emancipated without the consent
of their owners,' And if a majority of
such votes Bhall be given against Slavery,
then the foregoing section shall not, but
the following section shall be added to
the Bill of Rights, and shall be a part of
this Constitution : ' Sec. . There shall
be neither Slavery nor involuntary servi-
tude in this State, otherwise than as a
punishment for crime whereof the party
shall have been duly convicted. And if
a majority of all the votes given for and
against free negroes, shall be given against
free negroes, the following section shall
be added to the Bill of Rights and shall
be part of this' Constitution: 'Sec. '.

No free negro or mulatto, not residing in
this State at the time of the adoption of
this Constitution, shall come, reside, or be
within this State, or hold any real estate,
or make any. contracts, or maintain any
suit therein ; and the Legislative Assem-
bly shall provide by penal laws, for the
removal, by public officer?; of all such
negroes and mulattoes, and for their ef-
fectual exclusion from this State, and for
the , punishment of persona who shall
bring. thcra into .thei State or employ or!
harbor them therein.'
