State Constitution, "Now I suppose when
you speak of or act for. such a Constitu-
tion yon mean such a,.ne as will prohibit

religious . test Now I presume that
you are aware that such is the law in
most of our States that a person must
profess to believe in God to entitle them

the above mentioned rights. ;Now
such laws will answer quite well for
hypocrites and other dishonest people who
would swear to anything to obtain their
own desires; but with honest ones it is
quite different; such as have a belief of
their own, and are honest and firm enough

declare it, are the ones to suffer by the
above mentioned laws. , Now this is not

it should be; and no intelligent, honest
man can for a moment believe such laws

be just. It is quite certain that there
many confirmed AVietsU la these

United States and Territories and. "those
who are honest and firm enough to

declare themselves such, therefore. they
