of summer, which blow away tbe miasma,-leavin-

health and happiness as their con
comitant

Early in the morning of the 26th, we set
forward for Burlingame, where we. deter--,
mined to arrive at night, with the under-
standing that we had but twenty-fiv- e miles
before us. Instead of this we found the
distance full thirty-fiv- e miles,, and with
the stale of the road, jt was a hard day's
drive. Willow Springs, three . miles j on
our journey, was the first point worthy of
note..' We found it a hamlet of a dozen
buildings, mostly of logs, we believe, with
a rich country all around it densely pop-

ulated. Every claim seemed to be occu-

pied. We , made no call, and have no
acquaintance there; but, from the locality
of the town on the Santa Fe road; its re-

moteness from other points; and the popu-

lous appearance of the country, we were"

not long in- coining to the conclusion that
a few years would witness a thriving
village there, and the center of a rich agri-

cultural 'community

Our route lay.! nearly west,- - along the
great Far.ta Fe road. Th road was es-

tablished by tho government in 1821, and
over it is probably carried on a greater
amount of comrnerec .than pver any other
road of equal, length in r.the world.
Thousands of teams, ;loadeb with .mer-- .
chandiso, pass .over it yearly. A Santa
Fe train .in. full, motion, extending for
miles along the road, each coyored wagon
being drawn by from' six to, eight mules,
and, rdrove by "greasers,!', (as . they are
usually called,) who are
of New Mexico, evidently a mixture of
the Spanish with ; the .Indian, gives a
person some idea, no doubt, of the magni
tude of the traffic carried on atone period
between the countries bordering on the
Mediterranean and the Indies, during which
populous cities, like ,;Tadmor, better
known in modern history as Palmyra, was
built up to accommodate the;, immense
caravans of that period...;, 5 ;

As far as the eye could see on,
J either

.hand, for eight tp ten miles :,beyond Wil
low Springs, the claims all seemed to Je'
occupied. Beyond this they grow , more
scarce, until they quite disappear .aftera
few miles. Atone point we saw prepara-
tions forthe erection of several buildings.
We learned soon after that it is the site
for a new . town to be called Washington.
If timber and water were abundant; or if
the latter could be obtained by digging at
a moderate depth, we should . esteem it a
good location for, a town, ...The elevation
of the country, the beauty of the distant
scenery, and, the immense travel through
it, with the populous country which a fe w

yeara will build up around it, will, no
doubt, make it a point.of some considera-
tion. A few miles further on we passed
the body of a hewed log. house, minus a
cover, window or door. , From its brown
appearance it must have been erected a
year or more ago. A paper nailed to a log
informed us that this was GJasgow; that
the town company; was. chartered at tKe

late session, of the Legislature; that that
quarter section and the first one eastof it
had been selected as a tDwn site;, that it

A half mile further on is 110, a town

laid out by Mr. McGee, consisting a year
ago of a email hotel and several 'negro
cabins! '.

This fact of itself added
somewhat jto our good opinion of the in
habitants as it shows that politically they
were, on the right road.-- Mr. Bbattox,
from Pennsylvania, is. keeping, a public
bouse, and.bis excellent lady shows that
she knows bow to make the weary traveler
feel fat . home.-- , Resting: over, night, and
coming to the sage conclusion that Burl-

ingame would be a place of note in spite
of opposition, we started ia the morning

in a southerly . direction,, for. Emporia. '

Until we struck the Sao and FoJt, xeserva-- '
tion, five or six. miles south of, Burlin-

game, we , found the.country very well

filled up. Dragoon creek; is very . well

timbered, which wo, crossed a couple of

miles from Burlingame. .

Tarrying for, the night with a friend, on
the morning of the 28 th we crossed the
Neosho, whiqhwe found but a few inches
in depth, affording , a. fine contrast .with
what it Avas a year ago,; when.it rolled on
a mighty river which, for several days we

found t impossible, to ford. ,. The steam

saw. and grist mill of Messr3. Pabham
Phelps first attracted our attention, which
is greeted on the town, site of .Emporia,

but hidden from the to wn by an interven-

ing bluff. . A yearago it, was almost im-

possible to procure lumber from tho want
of mills in, that region; but owing to the
large number- - of them in the vicinity at
the presentand the suspension of. build-

ing for the winter, we found a large quan-
