' The Fo&latioB ofSaiuas.
It has been the policy oS politicians at

Washington during: the last winter and
spring, to represent that Kansas has only
a population of about 40,000. What are
the facts ? The honest legal vote against
the Lecompton Constitution last January
was upwards of 10,000. , The shortness of
time after the passage of the bill at the
extrasession of the Legislature callingthat
election, and the fact that the
party did not participate in it, confirms
what we almost know to be the case, that
we had at that time from 16,000 to 20,000
voters in the Territory. Admit that there
were but 16,000. Multiply that number
by six, the number of inhabitants estimat
cd to a voter, and we have a product of
96,000.

The delegates in the Leavenworth Con
stitutioual Convention made a - careful
estimate of the population in each county
in the Territory. Their figures give us
something over 20,000 voters in the Ter
ritory, and a population of about 120.000,

We think this estimate for the population
about 20,000 too high, though it may not
be too great for the number of voters.

The citie3 and towns alone, have
population fully equal to 25,000. Leav
cnworih claims, and we have no doubt
j ustly, a population of 10,000. Wyandott
has full 1,500. Lawrence 2,500. Topeka,
White Cloud, Doniphan, Atchison, Sum
ner, Delaware, Quindaro, Osawotomie,
Tecumseh, and LecomptoD, will probably
average a population of 500 each, though
several of these have a population two or
three times greater than that number.
Then we have a large number of other
towns, with a population varying from 50
to 200.

In the counties of Doniphan, Atchison,'
Leavenworth, Douglas, Lykins, Lynn,
Coffey, Anderson, Franklin and Shawnee,
nearly every claim i3 occupied. What they
fall short will be more than made up'by
the other sixteen counties, many of which
are quite populous. There are 124 quar-
ter sections in a township, and averaging
16 townships to a county ; this gives us a
product of 19,840 quarter sections, or
claims, in those ten counties. Allowing
five inhabitants to each quarter section,
adding in the cities and towns with their
inhabitants, and we have a population of
90,200.

Figuring in any shape we may, and we
have an actual population at this time in
Kansas, closely approximating to, . and
probably exceeding 100,000.

Politicians in Kansas and out of it, will
do well to make a note of these calcula
tion?, and when a census is taken they
will be surprised at the accuracy of our
estimate.

To this population there ha3 been and
will b? added during the spring and sum
mer, full 20,000, making our population by
autumn equal to 120,000.
