Inconsiderate Legislation,
We cannot better show the supreme

folly which characterized the Territorial
Legislature last winter, than to state that
the charter incorporating the city of Quiri-dar- b,

and which is printed among the local
statutes of the Territory, making upwards
of forty pages, and costing the government
for its printing among the private laws
about one hundred and fifty dollars, pro-

vided that the act should be submitted to
a vote of the citizens of that place for
their adoption, on the first Tuesday of
February, 1853. The act bears date, and
commenced its legal existence on the 9th
of February, just- one vuk after it was to
have leen submitted to a vote of tJie people.
4-- no provision was made to submit the
eharter to a vote at any other time than
on the 2d day of February, and a3 it
could not authorize the doing of a thing
"before it had an existence, it follows that
the act is of no legal authority, and only
lumbers up the statute book to no account
whatever. And then the idea of a char
ter for a little town of probably five hun-dre- d

inhabitants, extending through forty
pages. It is simply ridiculous. '

f letter-write-r" seems to make very free

with my official acts, and also insinuates
that I stole a borse It is true he does

not say I stole a horse, but I hold, when I
call out a posse to aid me to enforce the
laws, that I am responsible for the acts of

that posse, and if anything'is stolen, I am

equally guilty with the thief, if I do

nothing to prevent it Now, sir, when I
read that article, I well knew the motive
of ii, and at once determined to treat it
with the silent contempt it deserved, being

satisfied that it came from a little mind,

for none but a little mind could have

penned it As regards myself, I well knew

that spite was the cause of it He had
not the tnanliness to directly charge me

with stealing the horse, j When he found

that the other members cf the committee
would not sign it, he took a mean, sneak- -

way to insinuate, so that any one
could see what he meant T Now, an open,

manly enemy, I respect ; but a sneaking,

cowardly one, I despise. As I said be

fore, I had determined to pay no atten-

tion to this report, believing that all who

have been with me through the KaEsas

troubles, could not be made to believe

that I would either steal or countenance

the stealing of a horse. Even the
party never charged me with that

act ; but I have my enemies, as all men

have, that will take advantage of such a

report, and for the sake of my friends out
Kansas, who are near and dear to me, and

whose good opinion. I prize more than
horses, gold or land grants, I will give my
version of my trip to Fort Scott It is
not true that I was sent down to arrest
Capt Montgomery ; nor is it true that I
employed Montgomery and his band ; as
my posie and myself went south at the
request of Gov. Denver and the friends of
Calvin Baily, for the purpose of arresting
Brocket t, who had attempted to take the
life" of Mr. Baily and then fled to Fort
Scott Gov. Denver had promised to meet
us near Fort Scott, and try to suppress the
troubles then existing there. I started
south much prejudiced against Capt.

Montgomery. Arriving at Osawatomie, I
found many good men whose opinion I
respected, sustained Montgomerv. I there
received the assistance of Sheriff Wil
liams to go with me The nearer I got
to the troubled district, the more I found
tho people sustained and upheld Mont
gomery. Arriving at Raysville, in Bour
bon county, I found a large concourse of
the citizeDs of Bourbon county assembled
to tike measures to arrest the murderers
of Sal .veil and others, at the Trading
Post A friend met me before I got to
the convention, and told me that Mont
gomery was then speaking, and if I had
any writs against him, not to try and arrest
him, for I could not take him, as every
one there was his friend, and would de
fend him with their lives. I thought if
that was the case, I did not wish to see

ror know him. After he was done speak
ing, I went up to the meeting. I found
the people much excited, and enraged
against the pro -- slavery party in Fort
Scott; and, from their statement, they
had good reason to be. They said that
some of the murderers of Stilwell and
others, were then in Fort Scott, openly
boasting of the damnable deed, and that
the officers weie all and would

not arrest them ; that Judge Williams
had been applied to for writs, but not be
ing on the bench and the court in session
he could not issue a bench warrant They
proposed to take the law in their own
hands, and have their rights or die in the
effort I stated to them that I wa

stranger, nut l neia a commission as
Deputy ; U. S. Marshal, and was a Free
State man ; that if they had a justice of
the peace in their county, and would get
out writs against those men and furnish
me wilh duplicates, I would go and try to
arrest them. I advised them to try the
law first ad if they could not get justice.

then it was time to try other means.

After consulting awhile, they concluded to

do so. Mr. Wattles, as good a man as
Kansas affords, filed his affidavit before a

justice of the peace, and handed me the
writ I saw that it was regular in all its
parts, and charged G. W. Clark, Hill and
Dr. Carter with tho murder of Stilwell

and others, and I do not think it was my
duty to run all over the country to find

out if the writ was legal ; the standing of
the gentleman who handed it to me was
sufficient to justify me in calling , on the
posse. I did not ask for Free State or

pro slavery men, for, in my own county,

I would as soon go to men for

assistance in carrying out the law as any
of my best friends, knowing full well that
they stand by me to the last Nor
did I ask s if they were Montgomery's

band, but simply, were they willing to

obey me. On Sunday morning, on coming

to thellarmaton, I found some forty men

assembled, all strangers, to me, ready to

go with me to arrest G. W. Clark, Hill and

Dr. Carter. .' The river was swollen with

the previous night's rain, so that we had
to crosiin a canoe After crossing, I found

our party had received an addition of two
more well armed men, but no one seemed

to notice them. I drew the men up in a
line, and stated to them that I would not
have anything whatever disturbed or
carried off; not even a straw should be
touched. And so far did they obey me,
that as we went into town, one of the party
saw his horse that was stolen from him
some ti me before, grazing by the side of the
road, and all, with one voice, said let him
be, for if, we take him we will be charged
with stealing him; and therefore we left
him. When they were

six men. to volunteer to act as a
special posse to search, the houses, believ-

ing the villains would resist to the death.
The two last comers wera tha at to step

out, whom I afterwards learned to be Cspt
Montgomery and one of his most trusty
men. I entered Fort Scott after many
demonstrations of resistance from Clark
and some of the citizens of that place
a resistance that if it had' not been for

the promptness of Sheriff Williams, back-

ed by the coolness of the men, would

have led to bloodshed. . Carter and Clark

surrendered. Hill made his escape. Clark

and Carter demanded their trial in Fort
Scott I left them in charge of the Deputy

Marshal, with a promise from him that he
would have witnesses summoned the next
day. After the arrest was made the cry
was raised that Montgomery was in. my

party, and I was ordered to arrest him. ; I
told the Marshal that if he had writs

against him, to arrest him, and I would

aid him ; but as for the posse, I thought
they would defend Montgomery. He

called on them to assist him, but they re

fused, and part of them started off with

Montgomery. It caused quite an excite-

ment. I stated to the Marshal and citi- -

citizens that if they would give their con

sent for me to take Montgomery to Le

compton, before Judge Cato, I would go

and try to arrest him. They at once con-

sented to this. On overtaking Montgo-

mery, I showed him the writ without
stating the conditions. He, like a man,

at once said he would surrender to the
law and abide its decision. The citizens

all seemed satisfied, and we left for Le-

compton with Montgomery in charge, de-

termined to carry out our part of the
agreement in good faith. I learned that
the night before we started for Fort
Scott, Montgomery got '. wind of it, and

expecting that Clark and the others would

break for the Missouri line, sent his com-

pany, in the night, to . be stationed be

tween the Fort and the line, with orders

to arrest and hold any one who was run-ni- ns

for the line. When we entered Fort
Scott, the County Clerk, fearing we were

after horses, sent his horse with some one

towards the lice. Montgomery's men
saw him and gave chase. He left the
horse, and they took it with them, and
afterwards "gave it to their Captain, who

returned it to its owner. I knew nothing
of the horse nor of Montgomery's men
being there. On my arrival at Moneka, on
my way home, I was overtaken by a mes

senger with a note, stating that Clark and

Carter had been released without an ex
amination. and they were threatening
vengeance on the people of the Marma- -

ton, who wished me to return. I thought
if that was the case, they did not wish

the difficulties settled. I told Montgom
ery he might remain aud fight it out with

them if he wished to ; and all I asked of
him was to come when I sent for him, and
auswer the charges preferred against him.
On arriving at home, I frankly told Gov,

Denver and Marshal Winston everything
I had done. They had the manliness to

say wherein I had done wrong. To them
aloiiel was accountable for my official
actions, and not to Gov. Robinson.
They never once insinuated that I stole a
horse, but blamed me for giving Mont
gomerv the advice I did.- - Now as for
Gov. Robinson's version of the street en

counter of his and mine, I have not one
word to say ; it is disgraceful enough
without trying to clear ourselves in the pa

pers. There were persons present whose

word is as reliable as Gov. Robinson's,
who will tell you that his version is not
a true one. As to my action in the Lane

and Jenkins affair, I did no more for Lane

than I should have done for any other
man even C. Robinson, placed in - the
same place. As to freedom of speech, I
will defend it at all times and places ; but I
also believe in the freedom of my hands

if I am insulted. Now, one word to Gov.

Robinson, and I am done. I am no can

didate for the TJ. S. Senate, nor do I ex

pect any Delaware land grants, therefore

you need not waste your valuable time

and ink on so small an object, for I
afraid it will cost you as much as your

trip down south ; $100 00 in six or seven

days is pretty dear traveling, and I would

let reports alone if they cost me so much.
