Elections and Election Laws
OF KANSAS TERRITORY.

Whereas, differences of opinion seem to exist
in the min i? of many of the people of the Terri-
tory of Kana, in reference to the appritnehinc
October elections, and harinat been informed
that some tnitapprcheiiirioti exist as to the off-

icer to beeiceted at that time, and the laws un-
der which the elections are to be held : There-
fore, in order to correct any erroneous impres-
sion that may exist on thee matters, I deem it
proper to direct public attention to the various
provisions of law bearing on these subjects :
