Stopping the other eveniDg at the Brick

House, in Leavenworth, for the first time
lioce our residence in Kansas, we met the
redoubtable Gen. Eastin, of the Leaven.

TCrth Herald the pioneer ry

journalist of Kansas. Since "the wars

sre all over," and we had each done onr

ibare of fighting so far as paper bullets
were concerned it was bat natural that
we should each covet an acquaintance.
Sitting in s public room, we fell into a
conversation on the past, and ere it
teemed an hour had flown, nine o'clock

wis upon us. We found the General in-

telligent, social and interesting, and any
thing else in his demeanor than the un-

couth Border Ruffian our imagination had
painted him years agone. We are frank
to concede, it gives us pleasure to meet
those men in social life, whom we have
looked upon so long as bitter enemies,
and to find them, like the rest of n
moved by honorable impulses, but, hav
ing labored under a misapprehension of
facts, done many acts their judgments
condemn, and which, y, they would
ipum with indignation.

Gen. Eastist tells us that he was a Ben
ton Democrat, and that his sympathies
were identified with that statesman and
patriot to the day of his death. Educated
in the South, he was in favor of negro
slavery and slave institutions, and has la-

bored with all the zeal he could command
to make Kansas a slave State. lie con
cedes that his party is defeated, and is no
longer disposed to war against fate. For
the future, his journal will be devoted to
the development of the resources of Kan
sas.

Since our difficulties have ended, and
we have met many of our bitterest polit
ical opponents in social life, and have
become more acquainted with them
and exchanged ideas, we are more and
more satisfied, that half of our troubles
have arisen from want of acquaintance
and not understanding each other,
Northern man looks with loathing and
distrust upon the defender of slave insti
iuuods; wniist me advocate or negro
equality, or even of Free States and Free
Territories, is viewed with equal abhor
rence.

It seems to us this should be
the case ; and though we would not abate
one jot of our hatred of slavery, nor with-
hold a single argument against the wick-
edness of that institution, yet we would
treat with kindness the slaveholder and
the advocate of slavery, aud try to con-

vince him that his prejudices against free
institutions have no foundation in fact, and
labor to educate him aright, and prevail
upon him to adopt the platform of

hope that every "Border Ruffian" we
meet hereafter, shall be as pleasant and
companionable as was "Brigadier-Gener- al
