Since the above was in type, we
have been permitted to take the following
extract from a letter from John L. Buel,
Esq., to his brother, our City Engineer:—
Pratre Vaurey, Nov. 18, '58.

» There is a flourishing
town at the mouthof Cherry Creek called
“Aurora,” and fair farmiog lands in the
immediate vicinity., Just opposite my
cabin arefzold claims where men, by car-
rying dirt to the riger, some twenty yards,
oan work out from three to four dollars
perday. Kenneda (our old Californian)
assures me that, with a race carried from
the river above to the little ridge, from
which the gold is dng, would pay from
ten to fifteen dollars per day. I am ns-
sured that the country, %o far as prospected
towards the South Park, improves in the
quantity and quality of the gold. The
Georgia company went as far asthe Park
at one time, but were deterred in their
further progress by the Indians. Theim-
pression here is that the SBouth Park,
wherever the four rivers (the Grande, Riu
Grande, Arkansas and South Platte) take
their rise, in a vast and rich gold region;
ifsuch be the case, thers will be two grand
points; one on that river and the other at
the north side of Pike's Peak, at theold
town site called EI Paso. There are at
present about five huudred men in this
vicinity,
