Proclamation
In pursuance of the third section of the

"Act to provide for the formation of a
Constitution and State Government for the
State of Kansas," a miijority of the legal
voters af the Territory having declared
themselves in favor of the formation of a
Constitution and State Government,

I, Samuel Medabv, Governor of the
Territory of Kansas, do proclaim, as the
law requires,

"That an election Bhall be holilen on the
first Tuesday of June, A. D. 159, in the
several voting precincts in the Territory of
Kansas, for dl'gates to a convention to
frame a Constitution and State Government
for the State of Kansas.

"That said convention shall be composed
of fiCty-tw- o, members, to be apportioned
among the several districts of the Territory
as follows, to wit : The county of Leav-
enworth shall coiistitnne the first district,
and ,hall elect ten delegates : the county of
Atchison shall constitute the second dis- -
trice, ana snail cicci tnree delegates ; the
county or Doniphan shall constitute the
third district, and shall elect five delegates;
the county of Brown 6hall constitute the
fourth district, and shall elect one delegate;
me county oc rveincna shall constitute the

the counties of .Marshall, Washington and
Arrapahoe, shall constitute the sixth dis
trict, and elect one delegate ; the county of
Jefferson shall constitute the seventh "di-

tiona tn said judges aie hereby autbor- -
ized and required to administer such oaths

ot any vacancy or vacancies occur--
rine in tt board of judges, the bystanders

"That at the several elections provided
for in this Act. the polls shall be opened
between Uie hours of nine and ten o'ciock,
a. St., and shall be kept open until, and
dosed at sunset.

"That the tribunals transacting county
business of the several counties, shall cause
to be furnished to the several boards of
judges in their respective counties, two poll
Dooks for each election hereinbefore pro-
vided for, upon which the clerks of elec-
tion shall inscribe the name of every per-
son who may vote at the said elections.

"That after the closing of the polls at
each of the aforesaid elections, the judges
of such election shall proceed to count the
votes cast, and designate the persons or
oujecis lur vtuicu. uiey were cast, anu siiaii
make two correct tally lists of the same.

"That each of the boards of judges shall
hold in safe keening one poll book and tally
list, and the ballots cast at each respective
election ; and shall, within ten days after
such election, inclusive, cause the other
poll book and tally list to be transmitted by
the hands of a sworn officer to the clerk of
the tribunal transacting county business of
the counties in which said elections were
h(ftden, or to which the county may be at--
lacnea tor municipal purposes.

"That the tribunals transacting county
business, shall assemble at the county seats
of their respective counties, on the second
Tuesday aftes each of said elections, and
stiall canva ss the votes cast at the elections
held in the several precincts in their res pec
tive counties, and of the counties attached
for municipal purposes. They shall bold
in safe keeping the poll books and tally
lists of said elections, and shall, within ten
days thereafter, transmit by the hands of a
sworn officer, to the Governor of the Terri
tory, a certified abstract of the same, show-ins- ;

the number of votes cast for each per
son or object for, at each of the several
precincts in their respective counties, and
at each of the several precincts in the
counties attached for municipal purposes,
seperatcly."
