The New York Lands.
We are frequently asked the question,
why is it that the'N. Y. Ltnds, which

by the Treaty are made 27 mile, in
width, are found by the surver to be bui
19 ?

The question is very easily answered.
The Treaty with the Cherokees, aud al-

so with the Miamies, had been made
some years previous to the Treaty with
the N. Y. Indians. The boundaries ol
each of those Tracts, were of course sur
veyed and denned under the different
treaties. : Between tho Lands ceded to
these different cations, was a tract of va- -

territory, supposed to be twentr-ae- v. I. ha Tmlian nnrpan. tftAt verv nmnv nf the
.en tnik'ajn i44W Ku eurvTy eTcTSvTl'iiflian TratubanCSsareUsnyitribtt
tng been made, this supposition was ta-
ken for the truth, and consequently 27
miles was given in the Treaty as the
width of said lauJs.

The northern boundary of tho Neutral
Lands never having been surveyed, the
settlers had no guide by which to deter-
mine whether they were trespassing upon
forbidden ground. The consequence was
that the entire Drywood country, which
would have belonged to the N. Y. grant
if the Treaty bad been correct, was, soon
after the opening of Kansas to settlement,
filled up by a hardy and industrious class
of emigrants. Some of the largest aud
best improvements to be found anywhere
in southern Kansas, are along that stream.

The recent boundary survey, made by
Van Zandt, in which he was required to
follow the lines run by M'Coy, iu the
survey of the nortlr line of the Osage
Lands, has thrown all the beautiful val-

ley of the Drywood into tho possession
of the Cherokee?. Already threats are
being made by the Indians, .to drive out
every settler, and at the least, they will
be compelled to submit to a merciless
system of black mail, in order that they
may be permitted to enjoy the fruits of
their toil.

' la the present exigencies of the case,
we think it is unquestionably the duty of
the General Government, to obtain pos-
session of these Lands, and thus relieve
these hardy pioneers from the dangers
which now surrouud them. Tho Chero.
kces are not only willing but anxious to
dispose of tie Neutral Lands, and Gov-
ernment would have little difficulty in
negotiating a treaty for them.

It is entirely contrary to the policy of
our Government, to keep a tract embrac-
ing 800,000 acres of the best lauds in
Kansas out of the hands of hardy
pioneer, merely to provide for a future
contingency which can never occur. The
Cherokees have more than enough ol
land now, within the Nation proper, to
support a population ten times as large as
the present numbers of the tribo.

We would advise the circulation of
petitions among the squatters, praying
Congress to extinguish the Indian title to
these lands, and open them for settle-
ment and n. This is the only
way by which the peace and safety of
the squatter can be secured, and the In
dian Treaties remain inviolate. Fori
Scott Democrat.

ft The entire practicability of loco
motion by steam on common roads, is
held by the Philadelphia Letyer, and with
apparently sound reason, to be established
by the experiments with the new steam
locomotive fre engine just introduced
there. With its own weight of 12.000
pounds, fuel, water, and nine passengers,
it climbed hills with an inclination of one
foot in teti. Its spoed on fair grades was
fully twelve milts per hour, and the steep-
est and longest hills were climbed at the
rate of ten miles per hour. The machine
consumes its own smoke and gas, and can
be stopped instantly.. The Lt iger says :

"The road was smooth, with a hard
bed and light grades, covered all the way,
however, with mure or less of loose ma-

terial, with occasional stretches of pretty
deep sand. With the steam at one hun-

dred and eighty pounds, the engine was
driven at high speed overabridgo which
was not considered strong enough to bear
a long continued weight, and then tip a
hill with an inclination of one foot in ten.
With everv valve wide open, and all
steam on, it whirled along the slope, ap
parently at the highest locomotive speed,
aud, approaching the steep pitch, sur-
mounted it with unfaltering tread, hur-

ried far on along the level summit, and
stopped, iu exactly one minutu from the
time of starting, having traversed in that
short interval a distance of fully one thou-
sand feet. The next mile was made i

five minutes; the next following, which
included the ascent of another long hill,
in six. The result of the experiment
throughout was that it was fonnd to be
perfectly easy to maintain, on fair grades,
a motion at the rate of twelve miles per
hour ; that when there was any occasion
for it, this rate could be increased one- -
fourth or one-ha- lf ; that the steepest and
longest bills could be ascended at the rate
of ten miles per hour." ,

What wm become ot the passenger
railways if this sort of .peed can be at
tained on common roads ? We should
be rather slow about investing largely in
the railway, since this discovery has been
made ; for they can hardly be worked
cheaper than steam horses, on common
roads, and even twelve mile per hour is
a higher rate of speed than would be per-
mitted in a city. With the "Nicholson
pavement," said to be cheaper, more du-

rable, and more readily repaired than the
boulder street, and entirely smooth aud
noiseless, what possible need of a rail way,
or of horse power ? We may even look
to see , the private carriage going . by
steam. Pittsburgh Dispatch.

Vibration of a fir's Wing.

The rapidity of these vibrations is some-

the reservations set apart for the Indians
by the General Government.

The whites having once obtained
possession, there is no way (the U. S.
military force being small,) to dispossess
them. Sometims in consequence of their
remaining unlawfully on the soil, treaties
are made with the Indians who are thus
cotinually harrassed iu their affairs, own-

ing to the inadequate number of Indian
agents, aud the Indians are scat tered in
every case. To carry out all the treaty
obligations, or impress the Indians favor-
ably by an exhibition of our good faith,
and to prevent dissatisfaction arising from
an unfulfilled pledge, the present Com-

missioner, of Indiau Affairs, Mr. Green-
wood, who is thoroughly acquainted with
the Indian character and has always
practically showed a warm friendship for
them, will, it is believed, have recom-
mended to the next Congress such meas-
ures as will lead to the carrying into ef-

fect our treaty obligations, for the fulfill-

ment of many of which no appropriations
have yet been made. This is especially
the case as to those with the Indians of
the State of Oregon aud the Territory of
Washington.

The Secretary of the Interior will
transmit by Pacific steamer, on the
25th, $264,000 to Oregon and Washing-
ton to satisfy recently audited claims on
account of advances made for restoring
and maintaining peaceable and more
friendly relations with tha Indian tribes.
Judge Ginnia of Pennsylvania has been
appointed special agent to the Pawnees,
with the'view so to arrange matters as to
prevent future difficulties. "

Later from Enrop.
New Yohk, July 21sL

The steamship Africa arrived y

with European dates to the 9th inst,
three days later than previous advices.
An armistice has been agreed upon be
tween the contending parties until the
15th of August. The effect of this had
been a greit buoyancy in all the money
markets. S'.rong hopes were entertained
of peace.

On the 9th Napoleon telegraphed that
the armistice agreed upon on the 8th was
signed at ilia i rauca by Hess and Vari-
ant.
