The Amron in Ibe Mountains.
The following description of the recent

Aurora, as witnessed in the Rocky Moun
tains, by the editor of the Newt, is thns
given by him in his paper. It is a glow.

lug picture of this magnificent phenome
na, seen from the mountain heights :

On the nijht of August 1st, we were
nigh up en the Koeky Mountains, sleep,
ing in the open air. A little after mid-
night we were awakened by the auroral
light, so bright that one could easily read
common print. Some of the partv insist
ed that it was daylight, and began tbo
preparation of breakfast. The light con-
tinued till morning, varying in intensity
in different parts of the heavens, and
slowly changing position. We can best
describe it as the sky beinz overcast with
very light cirrhous clouds, wafted before a
gentle breeze, and lighted up by an lm
mense conflagration. It had rained for
fifty hours before, only ceasincr about
twelve hours before the auroral light
Imv. Dispatch.

Daniel Webster contains the following
letter. It was addressed to a young lady

I gave it my parting good wishes, hop-
ing that it might never cover an achiDg
head, and that the eyes, which it protects
from the rays of the sun, may know no
tears but those of joy and affection.
