First—The provisions respecting the 
lands within the limits of the grant are 
impracticable, benefiting neither the set­
tlers nor the government, and destruc­
tive of the grunt as a means ef aid in the 
construction of thc road.

Second—The company ia not in oon« 
ditiun to accept the provision compell­
ing construction to be commenced at 
Portland aud to be thence continued 
Hastwardly along the Columbia river to 
the head ol navigation, u distance of two 
hundred and fifty miles. The work re­
quires an expenditure of about thirty 
thousand dollars per mile, or seven and 
u half millions of dollars on the bank of 
a great river navigable eleven months 
every year. Suoh portion of the road 
would not pay operating expenses until 
the road penetrate the tributary country 
East ward. It is not in the power of the 
company to perforin this requirement, 
nor can capital be obtained for the pur­
pose. Money can be proourod to push 
the road Eastward from the head of 
navigation on the Columbia river 
through a fertile country, where, in an­
ticipât ioa of tho early construction ot 
the road, over a thousand proposed set 
tiers have already filed applications for 
land.

Third—We also earnestly protest 
against embodying in a bill for*an ex ­
tension of our time a proposed grant of 
land foranother roal. We believe that 
this not only endangers, but is certain 
to defeat the passigo of any suoh hill.

Fourth—The bill before the Senate 
committee is in other respects objection­
able und impracticable.
