Proposition to go Iu as a Separate Bill,

Wasuineron, April 15,—A com
promise was effected to-day between op-
posing interests in regard to the North-
ern Pacific bill recently reported from
the senate railroad committee and the
propusition framed by the Northern Pa-
cific Co., which is now befure the senate
public lauds conwitice. Both bills are
tu be placed in the hands of the scnate
railrond committee, and a substitute
reported shortly which will secure the
earnest co-operation of the entire Ores
gon delegation and the Northern Pacific
company. It will provide for the
speedy ing of the Col river
by the construction of a railroad around
the Cascades within two years and
around the Dalles within two and one-
balt yeurs. The proposition for the
transfer to the Portland, Salt Lake and
South Pass company of an amount of
lands equal to those heretofore granted
to the Northern Pacific for the aban-
doned branch across the Cascade moun-
tains is to be reported as a separate bill.

Fuilure of the Northern Puoific to
cowply with the conditions as to
constructions  of portage roads at
Cascades and  Dulles within the
time specified is to forfeit the grant
aling the Coluwbia to the Portland,
Sult Lake and South Pass Compauy,
which shall commence construetion of
the road at Portland within three months
after such fuilure; the rond between
Portland and Uwmatilla is to be opened

It is Ero to form a new territory
out of the Binck Hills country, under
the name of Lincoln, 1n a long letter
from Washington a correapondent of ghe
New York Times urges an inquiry to
ascertaio whether there is preparing an-
other "Jnclet borough state.” The
case of Nevads is instanced once more.
This is a proper example sguinst the
admission of uew states which have not
resources for a sure and great future;
and inquiry may as well be made to
learn whether it is necessary that the
territory of Lincoln be created. There
is no need of organising a separate ter-
ritory there unless it can some time be-
come a state; and no more states should
be adwitted like the “pocket borough”
of Nevads. Miners and stock herders
constitute almost the entire population
there. The area of agricultural lands
in the state is two limited to be worth
consideration, Arizona is nearly as
valueless as Nevada; but every one of
ouar no-thern territories, Washington,
Idaho or Montana, has princely resour-
ces compared with the bonansza state.
Washington, in particular, will become
one of the preatest states of the union.
What need there is for organigzing the
territory of Lincoln now ineluded with-
in Dukota, and part of the territory of
Wyoming, we are not advieed here
is none, perbaps, except the importunity
of a clase who waat to arrange matters
#0 a8 to beable to combine office-holding
to the best advantage with private
speculation, It would be better to con-
solidate certain territories rather than
| create further divisions. Washington
| wants part of Idwho, and wight take it
with advantage to all concerned. An.
aother portion of Iduho more naturslly
belongs to Montana; and the balance of
it, united to Nevada and Utah together.
wonld help to form a state which would
rank in time with the secondary states
of the union. Colorado will never be a
great state; in fact, would not be even
if Wyoming were joined with it. The
attention which this general subject is
receiving makes it probable  that no
more poor states will be admitted. But
this argument, so far from being an ob.
Jection to the admission of Washington,
which is now about to organize a state
government, only serves when followed
out to establish the superiority of that
territory over any or all the rest now ro-
wmaining.— Oregonian.

to contradict the statement I saw in
your paper, made in the letter to Maj.
Hancock by Mr. Poe, relative to my
late husband killing an Indisn in 1875.
My busband did ot kill the Indisn, as
it was veported he did. I will here
rive you the fact of the case, and the
circumstances connceted with the diffi-
culty aud what was claimed by some of
th> Indisoe afterwarda.

On Sunday the 20th day of August,
1875, five Iadians came down from up
Salmon river o our place near the
mouth of White Bird creek. Each of
them bad a bottle of whiskey. They
said they obtained it at John- Days.
Young Mox-Mox wanted little Charles
Cone to give him bullets to load bis pis-
tol, Charley told them he had none, and
they passed on by our placeand went as
[ suppose to Charley Schneider's store.
They soon returned, and on their re-
turn, Mr. Maouel met them aod talked
with them. They came to our place,
ot off their horses and sat down on the
ground on a little hill back of our house.
My busband was working in his shop at
the time, my little girl went to the door
to see them, and young Mox Mox point-
ed his pistol at her. She came in and
told me of the circumstance, and I went
to the door and saw them bave their
knives in their hands. They asked me
to go into the melen patch and get them
some meloos,” but I saw by their ap-
pearance and talk that they had been
drinking and were drunk, and I told
them to go and ask my husband for the
melous, and weot myself back into the
house. They must have gone into the
patch and helped themselves, as we
found some of the pickets of the fence
broken off, and melons cut in the patch,
my husband said he supposed I had
given them somc melons, as he saw them
seated and eating them. How long
they remained there I don’t know nor
whén they went away, as I was in the
house reading when they went. They
returned azain about nine o’clock at
night, my husband, my children and
myself were slone at the time and bad
gone to bed, but had left s light bura-
ing as we were reading as we lay in bed.
My husband hearing a noise near the
shop or store, got up and went over to
see whut was up he soon returned and
said to we that the window was raised
half way up. He procured boards,
hammer and nails and went back and
nailed down his windows. He took his
gun and went ioto the corn field and
from there be saw the Indians pass and
%o up the road. He then came in and
wont to bad telling me not to be fright-
eoed, that he did not think they would
come hack. He soon fell asleep, but 1
could pot sleep. About 12 o'clock,
midoight, they came back shaoting.
throwing rooke and screaming like o
waoy wild demons. My busband was
awakened and he told me not to light
auy light, he got up took his gan (which
was only loaded with fine bird shot and
powder and which was all we had in the
house at the time,) aud went out and
discharged it at them. We afterwards
learned that some ot these shot hit Stick-
in the-mud in the side, and ove or two
struck youog Mox-Mox ia the head.
This was all the shooting my husbaad
did that pight. He then came back in-
to the bouse and would have reloaded
his gun, but had nithing with which to
load it. He then wanted me to take
the children and go out and secrete nur-
selves in the brush, but I was afraid to
g0 unless he went with us, he then pro-
posed tn get'an axand fight the Indians
with it as they camein, butI was afraid
be might get killed in such a fight with
them, and T begged bim to come with
me and the children, and he consented.
We quietly got out the bask way, went
op White Bird aresk and waded seross

to oppoeite elde. from the bouse. The

Indians s00n missed us and started to
hunt us. We saw them and heard them
talking and from what they said we sup-
posed they saw us. We then got down
behind some brush and in back of the
ditch and made our way the best we
ocould up to the china claim, and there
we halted. It was then three o'clock
in the mornivg. I was wet through
from wading the creek, my busband
said I fell down several times in makibg
my escape. I had to lie down with my
wet clothes on. 80800 as we could my
husband took two chinamen and we all
orossod the river and told s me French-
men living there what the Indians had
done. They then went over to our
place and stayed there, In the morn-
ing the men wanted to haog the In.
dians, but my husband would have noth-
ing to do iu hanging them, He said he
thought the persons who gave them the
whiskey were as bad as the Indians.
We sent word to the agent at Lapwai of
the outrage, but he paid no attention to
the matter. Our door and windows
were broken and our porch and yard
were strewed with rocks they had
thrown at the hanse. There was an In-
dian killed, but who killed him, T know
not. He was shot with a pistol ball,
and neither my husband nor myself had
any pistol or pistol balls. He must have
been killed by the other Indians through
mistake or else he shot himself in the
drunken row. When I went to the
door I heard them call “Sam” and I
thivk they either killed bim then or
elso he shot himself. Mr. Dupont who
first saw him says that the way he way
lying, with the pistol so close to him
that it had burned his shirt, Mr. Scott
found the pistol and gave it to my hus-
bund. The men asked the Indians the
next morning which one of them owned
the pistol, and they said that the one
that was shot owned it, but they came
to my husband afterwards and wanted
it, He refused to give it up lest it
wight be needed as evidence when the
case should be enquired into. I did not
recover from the effects of that night's
fright for more than one year, and it
seemed that I ‘could not remain there.
My eisters and brother-in-laws tried to
have my husband leave there, but he
felt that he could not, We had a good
little home and was commencing to make
somethiog, and luet summer I hisd vear-
ly got ever my fright when the troubles
again commenced, and I oow think that
if that petition for the removal of the
Indians upon the resorvation had mot
been circulated and signed, my hus
band would be alive to-day, my busband
was 1ndifferent about signing it, but said
as the other settlers were signing it, he
thought they would thiuk that he want-
ed the Indians to remain off the reser-
vation. To we it has always scemed a
great wrong in Geo, Howard causing
the names of the siguers of that - paper
to be read to the Tndians when in coun-
cil at Lapwai. It seemed to point out
to the Indians their victims for revenge.

I have made this letter long, but I feel
that I could do oo less than to give the
whisle facts as I witoess them.
