A ll the Ind ians on the conti­
nent are not, never were, never will 
be worth as much as one little  settle­
m ent of civilized people in a remote 
valley of Oregon or Colorado; yet the 
policy of governm ent pam pers and 
coddles these worthless beings as if 
they were the stilt of the earth, and 
does everything th a t can be done to 
support and propagate them and con­
tinue the ir noxious existence. A true  
civilization, which would take ' posses­
sion of country yet unoccupied and 
fill it  w ith happy homes, is sacrificed 
to an experim ent with savages which 
has always failed and always must. 
People of the east who pay no a tten ­
tion to tlte wrongs and miseries of un ­
fortunate.-. of their own race whom 
they see everywhere about them, look 
with telescopic philanthropy to the 
condition of the “poor Ind ian .” who is 
usually only a ferocious anim al spurn ­
ing the labors anti rewards of civiliza­
tion, and rising in rebellion against the 
attem pt to force them  upon him.
