Tjotter From Superintendent Oliap- 
mull.

[From the Montana New Northwest.] 
Having failed to ascertain from the Utah 

papers any specific facts in relutiou to the 
railraod now building from Corrinoe to 
Malad, we addressed a few days ago to 
Messrs. F. J. Kiesel & Co., Corinne, ask­
ing some direct questions in regard to it. 
In reply they state they hauded the letter 
to Superintendent Chapman w ho addressed 
them in the following reply. Although 
not specific in matter of importance it is 
still interesting as giving a general state­
ment of the plans of the company:

Corinne, Utah, Oct. 10, 1876. 
Messrs. J. F. Kiesel & Co., Corinne Utah: 
Gentlemen: Please accept my thanks for 

the favorable opportunity you have givcu 
me to explain to the people of Montana the 
object and importance of the present rail­
road enterprise. The subjeet of railroads 
is no new thing to tbe people of the far 
northwest, and yet to the people of Monta­
na, Idaho, Oregon and Washington there 
is no subject tb&tawakens so much interest. 
With a good standard guage from Corinue 
to Snaka river, with one branch road to 
the miningconntTy of Montana, and another 
branch extending to Portland, Oregon, via 
Boise City, tbe future greatness of tbe 
northwest is at least secure. With this 
road Montana and Idaho will rival Califor­
nia and Nevada in tbe richness and extent 
of their mining resources, w hile the agri­
cultural interests of tbe northwest will riv­
al those of any portion of America. Mil­
lions of acres of the finest and most fertile 
lands in the United States will be opened 
up to settleroeut and cultivation. With 
this road consurncted, Oregon will be a 
successful competitor with California for 
supplying tbe Idaho and Montana trade 
with ’fruits, salmon and other products, \ 
while the meat markets of tbe Eastern 
States and England will he supplied from 
Idaho, Montana, Oregon aud lVa hiogton ;

Territory. Tt is useless to dwell longer 
upon the importance of this eftttrprise ns 
it is already loo well understood by every 
man of intelligence. Since i^ b as been 
demonstrated that it is impracticable, if 
not impossible, to operate a railroad 
through northern Dakota on the proponed 
line of the Northern Pacifie Railroad for 
more than six months in each year, other 
and more favorable routes have been earn­
estly sought for, and it is now confidently 
believed that the route from Corinne to 
Montana and Oregon possesses more ad­
vantages than any other known, with fewer 
difficulties arising from deep and coutinuos 
snows, heavy grades and barrenness of 
country traversed by the proposed road. 
With a road once constructed on the route 
as proposed there is not one mile of the 
road upon which the local business aloi*e 
will not pay interest money and operating 
expenses. Thousands of people will settle 
up the lands and develop tbe unbounded 
agricultural and mineral resources of the 
great northwest.

I have carefully read Mr. Mills' letter 
and will ebdeavor to give as correct an­
swers to his inquiries as possible from the 
information I now possess. He desires to 
know

“ Who is building the road from Corinne 
to Snake river?”

Answer—The Portland, Dalles and Salt 
Lake Railroad Company of Portland, Ore­
gon, first began the work,v but since then, 
and within the last six weeks, the company 
has been reorganized under the name of 
Portland, Salt Lake and̂  South Pass R. R. 
Company with a capital of $10,000,000. 
The new company is composed of tha best 
and most influential business men of Ore­
gon and has been heartily endorsed by tha 
hoard of trade of Portland and the Oregori 
Legislature. Their ability to boild the 
road is certainly beyond the shadow of a 
donbt.

“ What are the probabilties of its con­
struction ?”

Answer—The company are negotiating 
for tbe iron and rolling stock for equip­
ping two divisions of the road, the one 
commencing at Corinne and extending to 
Snake river, the other commencing at Uma­
tilla on the Columbia river in Ore­
gon, and running into Grande Ronde 
valley. This much tbe company 
propose to complete by tbe 1st of Septem­
ber, 1877, and the remainder of tbe road 
within two years thereafter.

“ Have tbe company means to construct 
the road to Snake river.”

Answer—The new company has tha 
means to construct the road to Snaka river, 
and if the weather is favorable the road 
will be completed and operated to Malad 
City by tbe 15th of January 1877. Tba 
road has been surveyed as far as Marsh val­
ley, and tbe road located to Malad City, 
Idaho, a distance of forty-six miles. The 
route to Malad City far surpasses tbe fam­
ous Platte valley with a grade of leas than 
seveu feet per mile. From Malad to Marsh 
valley tha heaviest grade will not exceed 
ninety feet per mile, with a ruling grade of 
seventy feet per mile. There ii no rock 
work except a small point on tbe Marih 
valley side of the “ divide.”  Tbe whole 
line from Malad City to Marsh valley is easy 
of construction, as tbe material to be re­
moved is of sand and gravel. I regard tba 
ronte so far as surveyed (to Marsh valley) 
as being the moat practicable route in Am­
erica.

A large force of graders and tie choppers 
will be put to work in a few days in addi­
tion to those now at work. Tha engineers 
are now busily at work cross-sectioning tha 
road to Malad City preparatory for tba 
gr ulers to commence operations.

i leave this evening for Portlaod, Oregon, 
for tbe purpose of consulting with tbe Di­
rec to r of the company and at my earMéit 
convenience will advise yon more fally a»., 
to what will be done this Fall and Wtntet. 
Hoping that this statement will enable yon 
te fully advise Mr. Mills, I have the honor

Apple Jelly.—One peck of sharp green
