G O L D  AMD S IL V E R .

The following review of the silver market 
for several centuries, we have collated af­
ter some research, from eeveral modern 
historians, especially Draper*

Adam Smith, in his Wealth of Nation», 
shows that the value of silver bad remained 
stationary for long previously to tho mid­
dle of the fourteenth ceotury, bat from 
that time to the beginning of the sixteenth, 
it exhibited nn extraordinary rise. It«pur­
chasing power, as measured by tho price of 
wheat, fully doubted. This enhancement 
continued until about 1570. Several caus­
es were probably concerned in producing 
it. The extensive commerce of Upper Italy 
with Asiatic countries occasioned nn un­
ceasing drain. As far back as the time of 
the first Caesars it had been recognised 
that the silver of Europe steadily found its 
way to India. Moreover, the interior com­
mercial activity, which was beginning to 
pervade all Europe, required ^  large a- 
mount of coin.

But the same author shows that in the 
nsxt seventy years (1570—1640), a very 
important change occurred. The value of 
silver declined to about one-third or one- 
fourth, the minimum being reached about 
1636. There can be no doubt that this 
was due to the large supplies furnished by 
the North and South American mines. 
From that time there was again witnessed 
another rise, which eontiuued well marked 
throughout the following century. These 
Conclusions, though for the most part de­
ducted from English history, bold good, 
there is reason to suppose, for Europe 
generally.

The American yield of silver was, at 
this time, greater than that of gold. Be­
fore the discovery of America, the value of 
fine, gold to fine silver was regulated in 
the ditfereot mints of Europe in the propor­
tion of one to 10 or 12. Gradually the pro­
portion changed, and in the seventeenth 
ceotnry, it wan as one to 15. The relative 
value of silver was therefore decreasing. 
The annual importations of silver into 
Spain and Portngal, were in the middle of 
the last century, somewhat over a million 
pounds weight ; of gold it was about fifty 
thousand pounds weight. However, it is 
to be remarked, that data have notyet.been 
adduced for the determination of those esti 
mater with certainty. Humbolt supposed 
that from the conquest of Mexico fb 1821 
uutil 1803, the total value of th« silver 
thus produced, was about two thousand 
nillions of dollars($2,000,000,000), but this 
is probably an under estimate.

These oscillations in the relative vaine 
of silver and gold still continue. It bas 
been affirmed that California and Australia 
yielded more gold in ten years than all the 
rest of the world from 1492 to 1848, that is 
iu 356 years. The effect of this excessive 
gold production, has been to change in 
many countries the relation of the two met­
als. Thus Ic France, up to 1850, gold was 
merchandise and silver currency ; then 
gold, became currency and silver merchao 
dise. In Holland, Belgium .and Spain 
gold bas been demonetized. Probably an 
other reversal of the relative position of 
the two motels. will shortly occur, when 
the great süyff deposits of the United 
States are vigorously worked. The silver 
mines of Mexico, which had given ftnannu 
al yield of twenty millions up to 1807, has 
increased their supply to forty millions in 
1856. Such variations in the intrinsic 
value of gold ought to be steadily boroe in 
miDd by American statesmen, in view of 
the condition under which a large portion 
of tbe natioaaltdehlt occasioned by the civ 
il war, was contracted- Tbe purchasing 
power of gold is undergoing a decline.— 
S. F, Stock Exchange.

CASUALTY A T  T H E  B A R

Astoria, Dec. 3.—The steam tug Gen. 
Ganby returning from Shoalwattr Bay yes­
terday, while crossing the Columbia river 
bar at about l r. u. was struck by a break-' 
er, knocking her on her beam ends, burst­
ing her doors and windows in, filling bsr 
cabin and engine room with water had pat- ' 
ting out her fires. The weter in rushing 
through her cabin swept a little two-year- 
old daughter of Mrs. J. W. Jordan, passen­
ger, of South Bead, out through the cabtu 
window and overboard, and it wni never 
teen afterwards. A child of Sidney Smith 
wea caught while being washed onubenepbl 
another window. Ed. Callahan, a,deck, 
hand, was washed overboard, and after get­
ting several yards away found a rope tang­
led around his foot, and oatching It with 
his hands, drew himself on board again« 
Tbe hawser and every line but one, as wety 
as the compass, starboard anchor, cookstovo 
and all provisions were '«wept ont and ear- * 
ried away. As toon as possible, Captain 
v\ hitcomb set the jib, which put her bend 
seaward. In attempting to set her main­
sail it w m  washed overboard and lost. 
Tbe ebb tide and east wind then drove her 
ont to sea. At about 10 r. u., when ten 
miles off the bar, the fell in with the berk 
Whistler, frqm S&n Francisco, which had • 
been lying off the bar when tbe Cenby 
started to cross, and, seeing her in distress, 
followed her out, and going alongside, took 
her passengers and kent her in tow until 
noon to-day, when the bar tog Astoria , 
towod ber into this port. Tbe damage to 
tbe Canby is about $500. Owing to hasty 1 
weather off shore, the bar has. been unosb- 
ally rough for the past three d a y .—Qrefo* „
