Tkhribli Accident.—The telegraph as 
published in the Oregonian announces a ter­
rible Railroad accident on the Lake Shore 
Railroad one fourth of a mile east of Ash­
tabula station, Dec. 29th. The iron bridge 
at that point gave way and a train of eleven 
cars, drawn by two locomotivaa, was pre­
cipitated a distance of seventy-five feet in­
to the creek below.

It is supposed that many were forced 
under the ice and drowned, and many en­
tirely consumed in tbe burning wreck.

TopzsLLi Wh*at —Tbe following is 
from tbe Sonoma Democrati Three yeers 
ego Supervisor Wsatberingtou received a 
one-pound packageof white Toueella wheat 
—a French variety, lie sowed it in tba 
spring of 1873 and tbe following summer 
harvested 73 pounds. The sense fall ha 
sowed the 73 pouuds, and it yielded Iba 
next summer 2,400 pounds. Of that am­
ount 140 pounds were sent to the Petaluma 
Fair, and there was awarded tbe first pre­
mium. The rest of tbe erop, 2,260 pounds, 
Mr. Weatberingtoo sowed last tall, and this 
season harvested twenty-one tons of first 
quality of wheat, tbe finest he thinks, be 
has seau anywhere. Tbe grain is large, 
white and plump. It weighs more to tbe 
bushel then any wheat grown in tbit sec­
tion. Tbe greln was sown on hill land, and 
known as middling land, and yet tbe yield 
was thirty-five bushels to tbe acre. He 
has sold most of the wheat for seed to bis 
neighbors, reserving enough to sow one 
hundred cores this fall himself, Sotos of 
the wheat was sent by Mr. Weatberlngtoa 
to Yolo, Napa and Solano counties for seed. 
He thinks it will prove a great acquisition 
to tbe country.—#. F. Bulletin.
