| Satr Lake, Utah Aug, 25.—The
foliowing is the stutement of Capt. Baia-
[bridge, commanding Fort Hall: Left
this post 2 P, M. on the 19th inst,,
’ for Geo. Howards command, with an es-
’curt of 10 soldiers and 50 Baonack and
Shoshove scouts, authorized by Gen,
Sheridan. Reached Gen. Howard at
1 A. M., the 224 inst., having marched
| 150 miles. Howard was directly on the
hostiles’ trail one days march in the
rear. I marched with him oae day and
| left him 15 wmiles south of Heory's Lake,
which placa he intended to reach the
same day. The hostiles are badly de-
moralized. There are notto exceed
200 fighting-men of them. I found
the freighters and ranchwen along the
Montana stage road in the valley in &
demoralized condition. Freighters who
were on theroad between Sand Holesand
P. valley at the time the hostiles struck
there had Jeft their wagons where they
happened to be, in most instances
loaded with valuable freight, and had
taken their stock to places of safety,
In one instance [ found two wagons,
oue loaded with metallie cartridges, and
another with powder but the hostiles
had uot disturbed them. Assoon as
L passed over the road freighters com-
wenced moving again. Believe hos-
tiles have disturbed no freight on the
road. Howard was pleased to get the
Indian scouts, and thinks they will do
him good service, Howard and com-
mand are having a severe campaign,
but all seemed in good spirits, hoping
to finish the hostiles in a short time.

Cricaco Aug, 26,~-The Tribune's
Washingtou special says goregpment
does not fear a general hostile combina.-
tion of the Indians against the whites in
the northwest, which some perscos pe-
dict. The hostility between the tribes,
especially between the Sioux and others,
will prevent it,

There is nointention of relieving
Gen. Howard from command, The
sceretary of war thinks he is doing the
utmost possible with a few troops he
has, .

After Gibbon's battle the bodies of
41 Iodians, children and Squaws were
lound 15 whom were bucks. Among
the latter were Rainbow, who wanted
to  burn Camas, Black Tail, “rich in
{ horses and mouey,” and Tuhoothoolsu,
