The increase in
the population of the South
has been but slight, and the
sume people have inereased
their power of produetion in
ten years by nearly $800,-
000,000. The railroad mile-
age has been more than dou-
rled and the traffic has been
quadrupled; the iron and
conl production and the cot-
ton mills have added nearly
$2,000,000,000 to the usses-
wed value of its property,
and more than doubled its
banking capital.—Savannah
News.
