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Sunday Rest Law '

The validity wnd constitution-
ality of the SBunday rest law of
the State of Georgin were sus-
tuined by the Supreme . Court ot
the United States yesterday. L.
F. Hennington, suverintendent
of transportation of the Alaba.
ma GrealSouthern Railroad was
indicted in Dade county, Ga., on
Sunday, March 15, 1891, for vi
olation of the State law which
lorbids the rnnning ofany freight
train in the State ontheBSabbath
day. '

He pleaded Mot guilty. setting
up in defense that the statute as
as applied to the case, was in
conflict with the provision of the
Federal Constitution giving Con-
gress power to regulatecomimerce
among the Btates, He was con-
victed, ana the conviction was
affirmed by the supreme court.om
the State,

From that judgment the cuge
came to the Bupreme Court of
the United States, Mr. Justice
Harlan defivered the opinion of
the court- It reviewed at length
the history of the legislution, the
views of authorities, and the de-
cisions pertinent thereto_and the
conelusion is reached “that such
a law, although in & hmited de-
gree affecting interstate com.
merce, i8 not tor that reason a
needless intrusion upon the .do-
main of the Federal jurisdietion,
nor strictly a regulation ofinter-
state conuuerce, bul, considered
in itx own natuee, is an ordinary
polive regulation designed to se-
cure the well-being and to pro-
mote the general wellare of the
people within the State by which
it was established, and therefore,
not invalid by force alone of the
coustitotion of the United States.
