The following Lenoir commu
nication to Sunday's Charlotte
Observer will be of interest to
our readers:
.Visitors aud lovers of the de

light ful climate and scenic beau-

ty ol the famous Blowing Rock
region will lie delighted to, know

that surveys are about complete
for a pike from Lenoir to Blow-

ing Rock and that work will com-

mence next week on the construc-

tion of the road.
It is expected to have at least

part of this road open for travel
for next summer s visitors. All

though this road has to make a
total rise ot 3,000 fett and tra-

verses some of the roughest por-

tions ol the mountains it has
been so carelully engineered that
there will not be a curve on it

stifter than 100 feet radius or a
grade steeper than 4 per cent.

the engiaeers planned a road of

(rreat service. but also one that
shows to the fullest the great
scenic beauty ot the mountains.

The scenery is so varied and
interesting and the rise so gra
dual that you will hardlv per
ceive it. First you go around the
famous Raven Rock, a perpendic
ular cliff ot rocks reaching into
the clouds, then you cross the
Glen Alpine Falls at the foot of
the uppr falls and just above
the lower falls. This is one of
the prettiest ppots in the moun-

tains. Here one of the upper
branches of the Yadkin makes a
ch ar leap of 150 feet and then us
if rest ing and at the same time
providing a splendid place for a
stone bridge, it makes another
leap ol 75 feet and Is lost in the
valley below. Then you pass
the Horse Shoe Bend, Sandy
Flat. Mulberry Gap, with ever
changing scenes ol mountain
peaks, valleys of hemlock and
