By far the most interesting
prece of literature brought by
The Clironicle’s mail today was
an i'lustrated pamphlet com-
memorating the twenty-fifth an-
niversary of the Thomasville
Baptist Orphanage. The history
of the institution from its incep-
tion reads like & romance, It is
stated that the largest bequest
ever made to the orplianage was
that of Denunis Simmons, which
amounted to one hundred thou-
sand dollars.

The current expenses are
met, as they have always been,
by the Baptiet churchesand Sun-
day schools of North Carolina,
More than five hundred Sunday
schools give & mouthly offering
to theorphanage, and thissource
ot income has grown antil it cov-
ers about 40 per cent of the cur-
rent expenses of the orphanage.
The financial statement.shows
that the receipts for the .year
were $52,608 56. The assets are
