Taft’s Punishment.

The recent prefereutial primar-
ler, are concerned, furnigh oue

loyal to Mt, Taft regret 1o ndmit
it, that the president has been
tried in the popular courts and
found wanting, The fuect that
he has been roughly and unfair-
ly used by the Lion Hunter
siiould not, and evidently does
n0t blind a great percentage of
the Amarvican electorate to the |
fact that the president did not
keep good faith with the Aweri-
can people in geveral questions
of nationsl mpore to which he’
had promised early attention.

First and foremost was Presi-
dent Taft's flat derlaration that
the time had come for turiff rev-
fsion downward, This statement
he maile in regponse to the pop.
ular demand which was growing
over the conntry at u traly al-
erming rate, The president's bad
fuith was first discernible when
he declared unblushingly in a
publie spoech, lvss than a year|
after his innuguration. thut the
Puyne-Aldeich monstrosity was
“the besttariff billever devised.” |
The rsentment of the American |
poeple was emphatically expres-
ed in 1910 when in the 1all elee-
tions in various sections of the
country the repnblican congress.
ional majority ol forty seven was |
changed to a democratic major
ity of sixty-eizht. The voters
who placed Taft in the white
house in 1908 were betrayed. and
two years later they sharply call
ed the Repu!lican administra-
tins attention to the fact that
such hreach of promisecould not
go anpunished.

Where there are two great pol-
itical parties the voter renlly
holdathe balance of puwer: when
he finds himsell betrayed he has
but one alternative. If he lLas
been deceived iz the integrity of
the wherem he professes faith,
he ean only resent the ahuse of
hie canfidence and register pro-
test by voting aramst the pub.

tv who has violated his trust,

Thus the tariff betrayal was
the first count whereon President
Talt was indicated two years al-
ter his entry into the white house
But the voters who have just ex-
press<ed their want of confidence
in hfm kept other things in mind
a8 well ag the tarifi. They remem
ber the president’s trentment of
Gifiord Pinchot, the Ballingr
scandal, theController Baygrab,
The Convingham laod steal and,
finally, the psesident’s participa-
tion in the false dating of a let-
ter whichapproved Ballingsr'and
his course. So that in view of the
recent primary relurns we are
lorced to the conelusion that
Tult's surcegsive defeats at the
polls are not so much the popu-
Tur expression of admiration for
Roosevelt, ns they are th2 publle
condeimnation of Tuft's ill-ad vis-
ed policies, —Asheville Citizen.
