Electric Line to Blowing Reck.
(Lenoir News.)

ing Rock spent Tuesday night in
town on his way to Wilkesboro
and told us that an effort is be-
ing made to build an electric rail-
road from Lenoir to Blowing
Rock and Boone, The move-
ment is just starting and ismeet-
ing with much encouragement.

Mr. David R. Shearer who was
here from Knoxville a short time
ago to look over and estimate
on an electrical development at
Boone, made & partial examina-
tion of the pasibilities of devel-
oping the water power of the
Yadkin river near the foot of the
mountain and expressed the opin-
ion that sufficient power could
easily be secured in that way.

Mr Coffey says he is advised that
the electric road can be built at
the low cost of $5000 per mile
by using the present grades of
the turnpike road and that a
considerable amount of the mon-
ey necessary is in sight. He has
recently been in communication
with Gov. Craig and says that it
will be possible to get a number
of convicts to do much of the
work of constructing the line.
