Instead, their ap-
ples go to all parts of the coun—
try, and in return they bring
back rich profits,

What does it
mean? Are we progressive farm-
ers? No, not so long aswe allow
our fertil soil to remain unculti-
vated and buy our supplies from
counties less favored than ours,

A farmer must be modern if he
is successful and that is the rea-
son we have so very few success-
ful farmers in our countles. The
m

is modern machinery. Many of
our farers will tell ‘you that
this county is not adapted to
such-things but the reason they
say this is becauss they have|.
never tried it. It is true that our
land is sometimes rugged and
steep but, in most.cases, if the
rocks were piled, the stumps and
bushes gmbbod and the land
cleaned up in general, you will
find that the fault lies entirely
with the farmers.

{armer put hiscrops to the soil.
In order to do this he should
carefully study the soil; Jor by so
doing he“will know when each
crop can be grown successfully.
He should aim to produce quality
as well as quantity, for quality
brings the market to the farmer.,
About one third of the land in
our eounties is classified as im-
proved land is doing abmlntply
nothing in the way of. growing
valuable crops,-gnd that about
one fifth of the area under tillage
giyes annual harvests worth $20
or more per acre, the crops on

 two fifths are worth only $8.50

per acre, and Watauga makes
$4.25 per acre. When these facts
/v considered, the importance of
a better system is recognized.

This system should give more
acres to crops of higher valueand
fewerto the ones of lower value.
It should not eliminate erops
grown successfully, neither should
it depend upon new or untrued
ones, It should contain nothing
of a doubtful nature, It should
if possible offer opportunity for
utilizing 100 per cent of the im-
provp‘d land in crop growing and
in many cases make farming prof-
itable enough to justily theclear-
ing up or rpclmmmg of good
lands -mew in woods and * thus
make the farms large enough for
improved tillage.

The system should allow not
only the man butthe work ani-
mals kept on thefarm todomore
days of profit-bearing work per
year than at present. This, as
you know, i8 one of the worst
faults of qur moutitain farmers,
The dverage Watauga farmet
does pot work more than from
s:xty-ﬂve to seventy-five days
out of each year and theaverage
farm team works even less than
this.

er; the kind that will enable ev-
ery farmer to market his prod-
ucts at the best prices, and buy
his necessities at the lowest pris
ces. The farmers of Watauga
county need the kind of organi-
zation that will make them con-
sider the needs of the county and
bring them in closer harmony
with each other, for at the pres-
ent every farmer is against his
neighbor and, indirectly against
his county. Co-operation and or-
ganization would cause them to

end of bringing prosperity to
themselves and their county.
