Horton, ol Vitas, which they re-

cently received from their son
Sam F. Horton, who is now sta-

tioned at Brest, France:
Dear Homefolks: An o t h e r

good letter .from home yesterday
Certainly glad to hear that you
are getting along Q. h.. in every
way, and am hoping to be with
yon again before many months.
The papers printed in Paris are
surely encouraging and it seems

to me that it will be impossible
for the Boche to hold out much
longer. Anyway we are here and
in sufficient cumbers to let the
Germans know that their calcu-

lations in regard to the part that
the U. S. was going to play were

entirely wrong. I would like to
write all about what the naval
aviation is doing along the coast
of England, France and Italy
but of course I cannot. My sta-

tion is fine now, and I am liking
my work the best ever.

I am sorry letters irom me have
reached you so seldomly but I
try to write every chance. Some
mail is always likely to be lust
besides, so remember whether
you hear every week or not, that
I'm thinking of home and getting
along all right just the same. My

health is fine, and has been most
of the time since leaving Florida.
The climate is very changeable
here but not unhealthy. Gee,

but I wou'd ha ve enjoyed spend-

ing Sunday the 21st with you at
Uncle Jim's. Know you bad a
great day, although it must have
been more of a farewell party
than a reunion. I suppose Don,
Will Wilson, and John Dugger
are gone now. By the way, try
to find out several of my old
friends exact address, that is
their co. no. etc., and send me so
that 1 can have something to go
by when asking for them in

France. So many of my friends
ate here already, but 1 didn't
know enough of their address or
division to find them.

About a week ago I met on the
streets of Brest an old Wake
Forest friend, the first and only
person I've seen since enlisting
that I knew before. He was the
manager of one of clubs whpre

I boarded part of the time. He
is now First Lieutenant in the
army, went to Oglethorpe for the
officers training camp. We bad
quite a time together during the
entire afternoon and I hope to
run across him again.

I make pictures of many things
of interest, and my collection is

growing. We can't send any
except personal pictures to the
stHtes though.

I want to vote if there is any
arrangement for us to do so over
here. I haven't learned yet how

it will be, but hardly guess we'll

be given the chance. It would

be great for a fellow to cast bis
first ballot in France wouldn't
it? I have been interrupted the
last half hour for our Trigonom-e- t

ry class. We meet twice every
week and the review is helping
me lots. Thus far I haven't bit
a problem but what Icould work.
We are also beginning a course
in surveying and electrical engi
neering. I am still studying
French and yetting along fine in

it. I like the language very much.

Have you been kicking about
the high cost of everything iu

If you have just read
the report compiled by the Amer
ican Red Cross Commission in
Belgium as to the prices the un-

fortunate people have to pay for
plain necessities in that part of
the country occupied by the Ger-

mans and you will probably con
clude you are well off. In some
instances these necessities have
increased as much as 2,660 per
cent;

"Cotton thread," says the re- -

port, "is now sold by the yard.
Eggs cost twenty cents each.
Nearly everyone wears wooden
shoes with felt tops. Macaroni,
one of the most popular foods
in Belgium, has increased 2,660
percent, since 1914. Butter is
674 per cent, higher than it was
at the beginning of the war. Oth-e- r

increases in the price of com
modities by percentages are:
Canned vegetables, 1,556; sugar,
1300; peas and beans, 1,200; salt
1090; pork, 1,475; fresh meat,
1,055; bread, 200."

Flour, sugar and rice, even at
these prices, are obtainable only
by secret methods, says the re
port. In spite of these extraor.
dinary increases the Red Cross is
going right ahead with its plan
for relieving the distresses in Be-

lgium.

Getting out of bed to say her
prayers saved the life of an aged
French woman who was a pat
ient at a hospital bombed by
German aviators. She is ninety- -

eight years o!d. As soon as the
bombing started she left the bed
and kneeling by the bedside be
gan to pray, bhe had been on
ber knees but a few seconds when
a shell struck the ward, passed
through the pillow she bad just
vacated and continued on thru
the floor, making a hole about
eight inches wide. Major John
Van Schaick of the American Red

Cross forces in Delirium visited
the hospital the next day and
learned of the interesting inciden t
He saw part of the pillow stuck
in the hole made by the shell.
