There were some who voted no, because,
said they, Congress has no power to prevent
the introduction of immigrants,  Congress no
power to prohibit the introduction of immi-
grants!  Well, this is something new under
the sun. = But such an assertion is not worthy
of a serious reply ; it can only call forth a lsugh
of derision from an intelligent man, and excite
pity or contempt for the ignoramus who makes
it

Congress has power to declare upon what
terms foreigners may become citizens, and of
course to say whether they shall become citi-
zensatall orpot.  Congress hias also the power
to regulate commerce with foreign nations,
or to prohibit it altogether. Congress can
therefore prohibit the importation of persons if
it thinks proper to do so. By- the 9th section
of the first article of the Constitution it is de-
clared that “ The thigration or importation of
such persons asg any of the States now existing
shall think proper to admit, shall not be pro-
hibited by the Congress prior to the year
cighteen hundred and eight.”

This of course admits the power of Congress
to prohibit immigration or importation of per-
sons, but restrains the excreise of that power
a8 respects a certain description of persons
(blacks) until after the year 1808. 'We cannot
but think that the denial of this power in the
presence of such statesmen as Mr. Madison,
J. Q. Adams, Judge Marshall, Henry Clay,
Daniel Webster, and J. C. Calhoun, weuld
have drawn from them only a smile of con-
tempt. )

But the adoption of the resolution by a vote
of 187 to 88, was a most gratifying triumph of
one of the leading piinciples of the American
party. It shows most emphatically that these
principles have made a Jodgment deep in the
American heart; and that, although the Ameri-
can party bas itself been crushed (not crushed
out) between the upper and nether millstone
of Democtacy and Republicanism, its princi-
ples are strong enough fo carry 137 members
of the House, while sixty others not having
the courage to vote against them, and not
wishing to vote for them, skulked, ran, and
dodged like frightened rabbits !

We hope the two branches of Congreas will
be brought to a direct voie on a bill to prohibit
the introduction, under heavy penalties, of
foreign psupers and persons who have been
convicted of any crime or misdmesnor in the
country frem whenoe they come or have lived.

How long are we to suffer such
intolerable evils and burdens as now curse our
country, mercly that the Democrats may have
 never failing supply of new voters to enable
them to retain power and the spoils?

If any of our readers have any desire to read
the history of this contest between Catholicism
and Protestanism, and to see how nobly a free
people, of a people scorning to be made slaves,
can deport themselves, bear and suffer under
the most trying circumstancos—how they can
suffer the mest excruciating tortures day after
day, and face death with heroic constancy and-
firmness rathér than surrender their liberties,
or ‘deny their faith, let them, if they can afford
it, go and purchnse Matley’s Rise of the Dutch
Republic” in'three volumes, published by Har-
per & Brothers, 1856.

‘There aremany heart-moving chapters which
we should be glnd to publish, but we have nof
time to ‘copy them, and we must, therefore con-
tent ourselves with presenting our readers with
but one or two extracts :

‘The whole country becare a charne! house;
the death-bell tolled hourly 'in every village ;
not a family but was called to mourn for its
dearest relatives; while the survivors stalked
Jlistlessly about, the ghostsoftheir former selves,
among the wreeks of their former homes. The
spirit of the nation; within a few months after
the arrival of Alva, seemed ‘hopelessly broken,
The blood of its best and its bravest had al-
ready stained the scaffold ; the men to whom
it had been accustomed to look for guidance
and protection, were dead, in prison, or in ex-
ile. The mourners went daily about thestreets,
for there  was hardly a house which had not
been made desolate. The scaffold, the gallows,
the funeral piles which had been sufficient in
ordinary times, furnished now an entirely in-
adequate machinery for the incessant ‘execu-
tions. Columns and stakes in every stroet,
the door posts of private houses, the fences in
the fields were laden with human carcases,
sirangled, burned, behéaded. The orchards in
the country bore on many a tree the hideous
fruit of human bodies. '

" Thusthe Netherlands were crushed, and but
for the stringency of the tyranny which had
closed their gates, would have been depopu-
Iated, The grass began to grow in the stroets
of those cities which had recently nourished so
many artisans. In all those great manufie-
turing and industrial marts, where the tide of
hnman Jife had throbbed so vigorously, there
now reigned the silence and the darkness of
the midnight. It was at this time that the
learned Viglius [atool of Philip and Alva] wrote
to his friend Hopper, that all venerstéd the
prudence and gentleness ! ]of the Duke of Alva.
Such were among the first fruits of that pru-
dence and that gentleness.”

“ Petitions now poured into the Council of
Blood from all quarters, abject recantations
from terror-stricken municipalities, humble in-
tercessions in behalf of doomed and imprisoned
victims. To a deputation of the magistracy of
Antwerp, who came witha prayer for mercy
in bebalfl of some of their most distinguished
fellow-citizens, then in prison, the Duke gave
& most passionate and ferocious roply. He ex-
pressed his wonder {hat the citizens of that hot-
bed of treason, should dare to approach bim in
behalf of traitors and beretics. Let them look
to it in fature, he continued, or he would hang
every man in the whole city, to set an exam-
ple to the rest of the country ; for his Majesty
would rather the whole land should become an
uninhabited wilderness than that a single dis-
senter should exist within its territory.

" Events now marched with rapidity. The
monarch seemed disposed literally to execute
the threat of his viceroy. Early in the year,
the most sublime sentence of death was pro-
mulgated which has ever been pronounced
sinco the creation of the world. The Roman
tyrant wished that his enemies’ heads were all
upon a single neck, that he might strike them
off at a blow ; the inquisition assisted Philip to
place the heads of all his Netherland subjects
upon a single nock for the same fell purpose.
Upon the 16th of January, 1568 a sentence of
the holy office condemned all the inkabitants
of the Netherlands to death as heretics. From
this universal doom, only a fow persons, espe-
cially named were excepled, A proclamation
of the King, dated ten days later, confirmed
this decrse of the inquisition, and ordered it to
be carried into instant execution, without re-
gard to age, sux, or condition. This ia proba
bly the most concise death-warrant that was

LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.

No, we prefor to confess our sine
to Almighty God, throngh Jesus Christ, our Sa-
viour, plainly, publicly, and in the presence of
one another, and when we aro about to sur-
round the Lord's table, wo believe in the spi-
ritual presence of our Saviour in the bread and
wine, emblematic of his body snd blood.
