hundred Irish votes on that poll after wards. Now,
let us test the gei.tlemau's logic. The Irish were#
frightened and driven away ; the poll book shows
that only a part of tbein returned; a part kept
away, and therefore, yes, therefore, the gentleman
argues because this party kept away the liot continued.Now, sir, I think this is a most extraordinarycourse of teasouiiig. It might be that the
riot terminated, aud that those parties acting upon
their apprehension did not to chooee return. They
were afraid, aud did not choose toexpoee themselves
to the chance of dang 'Atfterwa: ds. Order was restored,the peace was kept, quiet prevailed, and
they could have voted in security, if they had desiredto do to, but their ft-ars kept them away,

the poll book. Is it evidence of a continuation of

surely my friend on the other side must lisve forgottenthat he is prosecuting these parties criminally,or he would noi have iudu j. *1 in an argumentso strange as lhi>>, and so false in its conclusions.He said Mr. Donn proved that there were
dis urbances from time to time dutihg that day.
Suppose there were.sporadic cases.but does it.
prove that there wm an epidemic. Concede that
there was an afl'ray in the morning ; does every
disturbance during the day make the continuation
of a riot? It strikes me as a little absurd. But
he says.justice-policeman Donn said he saw many
cases of Irishmen driven away. Now, Mr. Donn
was not the only person at the polls. He was not
the only one who had eyes to see, and ears to ear.
The commiaaiouei s were there, and we examined
them. Other persons were there, and we have
examined many of them, and rave the single case
of one Irishman who attempted to vote on false
papers, during the entire period which elaps d from
the morning affiay until the nppeaiance of the
Marines, there was not, about that precinct, one
case of disturbance at the polls. We disprove the
testimony of Donn, by bystanders. We disprove
it by tbe testimony of the commissioners, and
much as tbe United States may chooee to denou tee
and condemn them for their act in closing tbe
polls, about which I shall presently have to say
something, he has not undertaken to assail their
character for truth aud veracity. Two of them

it. This I mean to do without fear, or any expectationof faror.

Mr. Smith, of Dean- piston,near Edinburgh, was among the first to
practice and explain Thorough Draining, as it in
is called. His system is, that all land requires bl
to be drained; that the depth of loam, or toil, th
containing the food ifplants, seldom exceed* M
afew inchee, retting on a svbtoil, or pan of
clay, or hard gravel, naturaled with water. {£
By making drains from two and a half to five ru

foet in depth, at every twenty or thirty feet, the
land becomes dry, air takes the place of water," pr
