And it will be murder, though the seinlutd had
oidets to pre Tel it the approach of any boats, had
ammunition given to hiui when he was put upon
guutd, and'acted under the mistaken imprevtuan
that it was his duty. The prisoner was siutinel
on board the Achille when she was paying otf.
The orders to him front the preceding sentinel
were, to keep oU' ail boat", tiiiles-t they had
oflicors with uniforms in theni, or unless thw
officers on deck ul'ow>d them to appioach; and
fie received a'market, three blank chitrid era. and
three bails. The boats pressed, upon which he
called repeatedly to theni to keep off; but one of
ihem persisted, ai.d came close under the ship;
and he then tired at a man who wit" iu the bout,
and killed hint. It wis put to the jatv lo find
whether the sentinel did not fire under the mis
taken impression that it was his duty; and th< v
found that he did.
