DORANDO AGAIN COLLAPSES.

Longboat Runs Italian Off His Feet
in 19th Mile of Marathon.

For the second time and in the
same way as on their first meeting,
Tom Longboat, the Indian runner, de-

feated Dorando Pietri, the Italian,
when they met Saturday niyht asain
over the Marathon distance at Buffalo.
Dorando was beaten this tin even
worse than he was in New York some
weeks ago, as lie was forced to quit
in the sixth lap of the lwth mile and
Longboat finished the remaining six
miles in a walk. Up to the time Dn-ran-

quit the time was nearly four
minutes faster than the race in New
l'ork.

It was 9.0J when the men were sent
away to a good start. Dorando sprang
into the lead and set a terrific pace
for the first few laps. Longboat, with
a broad grin on his face, stuck close
to the Italian, now allowing hiui more
than three or four yards' lead.

Tht time for the first mile, 5.07. was
7 2- seconds faster than the first mile
of the same two men's race in Madi-
son Square garden.

The pair slowed down considerablyafter the first nine laps. Dorando
maintained a lead of two yards
throughout the first two Tnilps.

In the first law of the third mile
Longboat stumbled and fell, giving the
Ital ian a lead of 5 yards. Tfe sprang
up like a flash and sprinted, over-
taking Dorando before another lap of
the rare was completed.

Umpire Klem Says He Was Responsi-
ble for Shortening Chicago's Prac-

tice.

It took Umpire Kiem two months to
get out of his system the facts relatins
to the alleged "scrap" between Mana-
ger Chance of the Cubs and Joe

of the Giants in the deciding
game of ths last National league cham-
pionship season.

On that, day the report was sent out
broadcast 'that Chance and MoGlnnity
had "mixed it vp" at the home plate
because the "peerless leader" refused
to vacate to allow the Giants to tio
some preliminary practice.

And because of that report a rule
has been adopted putting the umpires
in command of preliminary practice
as well as of the game after it is start-
ed. The passing of this rule acted- aa
an eye-open- er on Klem and to a Phila-
delphia Telegraph reporter he made
the folowing revelation regarding the
"sensational Incident" above referred
to:

"That afternoon Johnstone and 1

fought the crowd! on the outside to get
into the Polo grounds fully an hour
and a half before we could get up to
the pass gate, and we went there much
earlier than usual. There must have
been 60,000 people on the outside clam-
oring to get in, but with all the gates
closed. The gates had been closed se

there was no room for any more
on the inside.

"Immediately after we got on the In-

side I went to the New York players'
bench and suggested to McGraw that
he send his men out to warm up so ve
could start tlia game as soon as possi-
ble to escape trouble. The crowd on
the outside had already broken down
the fences at four places and' the police
were having their troubles to keep the
mob back. I figured that If the police
lost control of that mob it would rush
in upon the field and prevent the gams
being finished.

"McGraw said he could' not send hi3
players out to warm up them, as Chi-
cago had only practiced for ten min-
utes and Chance's men were entitled
to five more minutes' work on the dia-
mond. I ordered him to send his men
out ad hold them down to a short prac-
tice, too, so we could start the game
before the trouble I feared would en-

sue. As McGraw seemed unwilling to
butt in on Chicago's practice, I ordered
the New York players out myaelf.

"When McGinnity, the first N"ev
York player, walked, up to the plate
with a bat and luit to start practice
Chance came in from first base and
objected. But that was all. McGinni-

ty told Chance what I had ordered him
to do. and the reason for doing it. am!
the Chicago managed was satisfied.
There was no scuffle between the two
men at the plate nor a fist fight nar-
rowly averted between them, as was
published by the New York news-

papers, who played up something of
a sensation at the time they didn't
know anything about, and for which
there was no excuse whatever.

"In short, there was no trouble of
any kind between Chance and McGin-

nity or between anybody else. 1 was
responsible for shortening the practice
time, because I deemed it prudent to
issue the orders that were issued by
ine. New- - York did not try to cheat
Chicago out of any of its practice time
yw;is reported. I alone am responsi-
ble for shortening each side's jiracticj,
and I did it to get the game unrt-- r
way and have it played, which it might
have been impossible to do if that
mob on the outside had ever broken
through the police lines.

"No. there was no cheating attempt
ed by McGraw nor did trouble of any
other kind occur. Hence I say there
was no necessity for passing such a
rule which was insnired bv the falseiv
published renorts in the yellow press
of New York that the Giants tried to
cheat Chicago out of a part of the !at
ter's practice time and that McGinni'y
and Chance nearly had a fist fight at
the plate. That's all a lie."

Intercollegiate Convention Can't Agree
on "Summer Baseball" Basketball
Too Rough in New England.

breaking down of the amateur spiritand all sports would be professional-
ized.

It was settled to have a. committee
formulate a definition of amateurism
to be presented to the convention next
year.

Instructions were given to the bas-
ketball committee to make further ef-
forts to eliminate rough work., H was
said that the game would have to he
Improved in New Kiigland or it would
be absolutely abolished. The same
committee as last yar was appointed,with the addition of TJr. Naismith of
the University of Kansas.
