TWO BATTLESHIPS

The following naval programme for
appropriations at this session was
adopted by the committes: Two hat-
tleships of 26,100 tons’ displacement,
319,000,000, five torpeds boat destroy-
ers, §4.000,000: three colliers, 33,600,
000: four submarines, $2.000,000: one
sub-surface boat, $400,000,

Two battleships are recommended by
the committec instead of four as estl-
mated’ for by the navy department.

The estimate for destroyers was cut
in half, the navy department asking
for ten. An ammunition ship, & repair
siip and two mine laying ships, esti-
mated for by the navy department,
wera refused by the committes. The
estimpates for the three colllers and
the four submarine. were agreed to
except that the commities added one
sob-surface boat,
