By Just one point, 16 to 15, the
Mighty Five basketball team of the

8tock Values Up Covering of Shorts
Advances Prices.

New York, Jan. 16. In the two hours
of trading in today's stock market the
movement of values was in the-- direc-
tion of higher prices under the influ-
ence of covering of shorts that was
encouraged to a great extent by indi-
cations of support in the Harriman
shares and in esveral other issues
which were taken by representativehouses. The strength in the Harriman
group was especially pronounced "fn tne
last hour, when Union Pacific sold up
more than 2 points, the rest of the list
following the lead, the local tractions,
Atchison, Reading, Chesapeake and
Ohio and American Smelting beingfeatures. There were no outside news
developments accounting for the gen-
eral advances, the movement beingbased entirely upon the somewhat
oversold condition of speculation at a
time when a good class of buying en-
tered the market. The market closed
strong at about the best figures of the
day.

Race on Thames With Harvard to Be
tho Only One.

The Tale crew has about as much
idea of entering the Marathon event
in the Madison Square garden as it
has of making a trip to England next
summer o of arranging a race with
Columbia, as has btan reported.

Yale's rowing programme for this
season will be arranged on the "simple
life" model, says a New Haven re-
port, and outside the annual four-mil- e

Yale has given up her an-
nual spin with Annapolis because it
takes to much time for the trip and,
win or lose, Yale will not cross the
Atlantic this summer and tackle the
winner of the Oxford-Cambrid- af-
fair.
