LIABILITY OF EMPLOYERS' ACT

Full Text of the Measure Presented
Yesterday.

The following Is the text of the bill
presented (o the (egislature today:

He It enacted by the eeqnte and
house of representatives in gencral ps-
sembly convened:

gection 1. whaere, after this act takes
effect, peraonk! injury In eaused by
an emplove who s bimself fn the ax-
erilse of due care and Jdillgence at the
tme:

1. By reamon pf any defect In the
oonditiog of the ways works, tools or
machinery, coanecied with or used in
the Dbusinesy oF the employur, which
nrose (roan, or had pot besn dlseov-
ared or reandlicd M cobgequetice of,
the ‘aeglikence of the aomployer, or of
any peraon in the service of the em-
plover and ntrusted by him with the
dnuty of reeing thar the wavs, worku
el of machinery wers In proper
condition.

2. DBy reason of the unfitness or In-
vompétency of any co-employe i the
peryicn of the smployer. whose &m.
ployment was due to, of had been ron-
tipued in cotsequence af, the fallare

of

of the employer, or of any person In
the vnipluoy of the emplover and in-
trusted by him with the daty of -ro-
viding employes (0 exXercise rensond-
ble cure to ascertain that such em-
ploye was it and competent to pér-
form the duties reguired of him.

3, By reason of the negllgence of
any person ln the servics of the em-~
ployer intrustod with and exercising
superintendence whosa sole or prinui-
pai duty is that of superintendence, or,
in the absence of such superinfendent,
or any person acting as superintend-
ent with the authorlty or consent of
such employer while in the exercise of
such superintendence.

4. By reason of the negligence of
a person In the servies of the em-
ployer who has rin charge or eonitrol
of a slgunl, switeh, locomotive engine,
train or telegraph office vpon o rail-
road,

The employe, or, In case his Injury
results in death, his executor or ad-
ministrntor, shill have the sume right
of compensation and remedies acainst
the employer ms If the employe bad
not been an employe of nor In the
service of the employer nor engaged
in his work

A ecar which is in use by, or which
i in possexsion of, a railroad corpora-
tion, shall bwe considered as u part of
its ways, works, or machinery, within
