Harvard Statistics Show Injuries
Much Lessened Since New Game
Came In.

That now football has great'y lessen-
ed the number of injuries received bymembers of a 'varsity squad is very
vividly shown by the figures which
have been compiled by Dr. Edward H.
Nichols and Dr. Frank L." Richardson,both of whom have been in medical
charge of Harvard's football teams fqi--

number of years. These figures ap-
pear in the Boston Medical and Surgi-
cal Journal In connection with an ar-
ticle by these physicians and go back
as far as 1905. the year before forward
pass and onside kick and other new
features were introduced to open up
the play.

In 1905, according to the table, tnere
were 70 men In the squad and 145 in-

juries during the season. This number
is larger than the convblned total of
injuries received in 1906, 1907 and 190S.
which is 113, or 34 each in 1906 and
1908 and 45 in 1907.

After going, in detail. Into several of
the more serious injuries, their causes
and the method of treatment, the arti-
cle has the following to say about the
prevention of injuries:

"The players always have claimed
that many of the football injuries
could be avoided by skilful players. It
undoubtedly is true that the skilful
men are less liable to injury than the
untrained ones, but no skill is sufficient
to entirely prevent injuries. Many of
the common injuries can be much di-

minished; for instance, during the pastseason no 'poops' due to quick startingwere received. This was the result of
preliminary exercise and of slow de-
velopment of the men. Froper paddingalso prevents many of the injuries.This year, instead of leaving it to the
option of the players, all men wore ab-
solutely compelled to wear proner pro
tection, which included headgears, padsfor the collarbone and shoulders, padsover the antericr superior spines for all
backs,' thigh guards, pads for the
knees, and braced snoes. As a result,thf re were only three cases of 'concus-
sion' this year, all of slight degree.
There were three 'poops,' one of which
was received by a man who, against
orders. played wfthout his thigh
guards: that Is, injuries were reduced
to a minimum as far as mechanical
protection made it possible.

"Injuries also are- avoided by not
playing injured men until they have
entirely recovered. There is no profitin plaj'ing a . The best playerthat ever lived, in poor condition, is not
as effective as a third-strin- g man in
good condition.

"Another important factor Is to
avoid playing men to the noint of ei- -
haustlon. So long as a man is fresh
and vigorous he is enabled to use hjsskill to protect himself from injury.The minute he Is completely tired and
exhausted his muscles have lost their
ability to protect him. This year in
particular tired men have been eariyremoved from the game and their
places taken by fresh men.

An examination or tne figuresshows th3t there has been a marked
and steady diminution In the percent
age or injuries since the revision of th
football rules. All the diminution of
injuries, however, is not due to the
changes in the rules; some Is due to
the hetter and enforced protection of
the men, to the fact that no crippleswere played, and that no man was
played to the point of exhaustion. N ,t
less in importance has been the care
and attention of a clever, intelligenttrainer. Not only Tins the number of
inj.irus been markedly diminished. bt:t
there has been a great diminution In
the averaee of severity, and the char-
acter of the game has been chanaed
ror tne better. ..ot .nly from the pointof view of the player and the specta-tor, but also from that of the sur-
geon."

PASSING OF THE "VETS."

Sox Seybold and Jimmy Collins on the
List to Leave the Majors This Year.

That baseball men don't last forever
in the big leagues, tut each year some
of the old stars step down and out of
the majors, are facts that come home
to both players and public as the man
agers announce their list of players
about tne middle or the winter. Two
of the "vets" that fate has overtaken
this year are "Sox" Seybold and Jim-
my Collins, both released by Connie
Matk. Others of the big leaguers that
are destined to follow them soon are
George Davis, Bill Coughlin, Willie
Keeler, Nick Altrock. Frank Owen.
Jesse Tannehill and Case Patten.

Jimmy Collins will probablv wind
up his baseball career riHit where he
started, in his home. town. Buffalo. It
was some 14 or 15 years ago that Col-
lins' work with the North Buffaloes,
an amateur club, attracted the atten-
tion of management of the Buffalo
club. The home boy was given a trial
and made good at once. The following
winter Boston purchased him and
Chick Stahl, the latter having pitchedand played center for Buffalo. Boston
played Collins in the outfield, where he
failed to shine. Louisville, needing a
player, Collins was then loaned. The
manager of the Colonels sent him to
third base, his real position, and since
that time he has never been called
upon to play any other spot. From sir
to ten years ago ColMns was at his
best. Under his management the Bos-
ton Americans won two pennants and
one world's championship. He alwaysstarred as a batter, but it was as a
third sacker and a brainy player that
he really showed the greatest value.
In fielding he was second to Wallace
in 1898, second to Lave Cross in 1899
and 1900, fourth to Bradley in 1901,
third to Cross and Coughlin In 1902.
third to Tannehill and Bradley In 19HS,
while he led the third suckers in 1904.
Since 1904 his fielding has not been
sensational.

In Seybold the American leaeue
loses one of its unique- - figures. He
was the largest plfuer In the circuit.
but for all his size he got over the
ground as well as many a .tenter man.
while his great strength and weight
gave him tremendous hitting power
when coupled with the batting eyes
which he possessed.

He is not a very old player at that.
He started with Cincinnati in 189:1. but
wss farmed out to Ir.dianpolls. When
the American leas-ti- e expanded in 1901
he went along to Philadelphia and ha.4
been there ever since. As a home run
hitter he had no rivals except Buck
Freeman and Harry Davis.

His exit from the leaue was prob
ably hastened by an accident he suf
fered In New Orleans a year ago.
breaking the bones of an ankle in
sliding to the home plate. This kept
him out of the game most of the sea-
son and Impaired his hatting ability.
He will probably go to Toledo as man
ager now.
