AN ITALIAN TRIBUTE TO WORTH.

The Italian people are as emotional
as they are mercurial, and when an
opportunity offers they do not hesitate
to express their tender feelings for
those who have suffered. The people
of Connecticut are all interested In the
Jv'ew York Sun's coinpliiTvants to the
Italians of that city for their manifes-
tation of feeling on the arrival of the
remains of Consul Cheney and his
wife from Messina. The Sun said:
"Yesterday's procession of Italians
was one of the strangest and one of
the most impressive in Us significance
that this town has seen. In honor of
Consul Cheney of Messina it was seized
upon by the Italian population as an
opportunity to show their gratitude
and that of all Italians for. the sym-

pathy and aid given by Americans to
their Sicilian and Calabrian brethren.
It was also, no doubt, a pious and
mournful remembrance of all the dead,
smitten like Mr. Cheney and his wife,
by the immitigable disaster, and of
the suffering and the ruin of so many
of the survivors. It was a simple,
and therefore the more touching, com-
memoration. .Many of these figures,
unfamiliar even In a city so Italian,
seemed to come from the Calabrian
mountains, from the Sicilian back-countr- y.

Many, perhaps most of the
marchers, must have given up a day's
pay to take part In this testimonial
of' grief and of thanks. It was sol-

emn, dignified, evidently free from the
theatrical, wholly sincere. It not only
honored worthily the dead, but it
showed that generous, grateful and
amiable spirit which Is characteristi-
cally Italian."

THE USEFUL SCHOOL-YAR-

The school-yar- d which does not spell
a use beyond play is not what It should

be In thlk twentieth century.
This la the age when special play-

grounds are provided in all cities
above 10,000 population for the chil-

dren aa a means of physically and
morally developing them and making
f them better citizens, and, if needs

be, better soldiers.
There are many cltlea in which the

school-yard- s might be devoted to such
uses as these playgrounds are and
prove t be very beneficial to the ris-

ing feneration. .
Newark, N. J., la now agitating the

making of the school-yard- s as attrac-
tive fresh-ai- r centers as places for
apeclal training in athletics and sports.
The Newark News says upon the rec-

ommendations of the Public School
Athletic association:

"All of these recommendations can
be carried out with but little extra
expense and with much benefit to the
pupils. There Is a growing demand
that the public schools be used more
extensively than In the past as social
centers. The plan outlined for the
Improvement of school-yard- s would
be a move in that direction, In addi-

tion to maklr.g the schools attractive
to the pupils and in bettering them
physically. The time la coming when
the sohoolhouses In large cities
throughout the country will not be
closed up tightly after school hours,
but will be opened for the benefit of
the public when not in use for strictly
educational purposes. That is a most
desirable object to attain."

This Is a good subject for consid-

eration, here In Connecticut, since
keeping abreast of the times Is a real
Connecticut habit.

WHERE DID LINCOLN STAND?

The attempt to make the people be-

lieve that1 Lincoln was In an sense a
liquor dealer ia not much worse than
the endeavor to show that he was a
prohibitionist In the strict sense of the
term. On the liquor question Abra-

ham Lincoln went to no extremes he
was sane and safe.

There are two notable utterances in
his public career which leave no doubt
as to his personal convictions on the
subject or his opinion of the traffic.

"For thirty years," said Lincoln, "I
have been a temperance man, and I
am too old to change!"

"The reasonable man," said he, on
another occasion, "has long since,

agreed that Intemperance Is one of ti e

greatest, if not the greatest, of
evils among mankind."

There Is nothing uncertain about
these utterances. He was conserva-
tive and rational, and taking this dec.
laratlon of hla "Some things are legally
right that are not morally right," It
la easy to conclude where he would
stand upon this or any other issue.

BJavery was a legally right system
and a morally wrong system to him,
and he had resolved In his great heart
to make It legally wrong as well as
morally, should he ever have the pow-
er, long before he had any reputation
as a public man.

"Where Abraham Lincoln would stand
on this queatlon today is clear enough
to those who measure his character by
hla mature utterances. The man who
recognized "intemperance as one of
the greatest evils among mankind"
would not be found aiding or abetting
that evil.

Abraham Lincoln was a true man
and he always stood true to every hon--

and honorable cause. He never
could be a fanatic he never was less
than an earnest, sincere man.
