Kver slneex then, in Ameri-
can political parlance, the "roorback"
has been the campaign lie, particular-
ly the one uttered so soon before elec-
tion as to make its answer a matter
of difficulty.

As used nowadays by the newspa-
pers, the word "interview" is said to
have been the invention of Joseph

of St. Louis, and. according
to the Fncyclopedia Britannica, it be-

came popular in the early nineties.
But it was known beforfj that. A writ-
er on the subject in The Nation of
3869 was possibly the first to use the
word in its present sense of a talk
with a representative of the press.

Certain Restrictions Removed on Cat-
tle Shipments.

Farmers and cuttle dealers in" and
near Danbury have received an official
communication from General H. O.
Averill. commissioner of domestic

a relaxation of the quar-
antine made necessary bq the preva-
lence of the hoof and mouth disease.
For several months the importation of
cattle from New York and other states
has been restricted, and dealers say
they have been handicapped In an ef-

fort to supply the trade. The order, In
par;, is as follows:

"Notice Is hereby given to all whom
It may concern that I hereby give my
consent to the shipment of cattle. sheep,
other ruminants and swine, hay, straw,
similar fodder, hides, skins or hoofs of
rattle from the RtatelBnf New York,
Michigan. Maryland and Pennsylvania,
subject to the following restrictions:
"The quarantine is not removed from

the following counties, to wit: Gen-

esee, Niagara, Orleans. Erie and Mon-
roe, in the state of New York: Maco-m- o,

Oakland... Wayne and Westenow.
in the Mate of Michigan: Baltimore
and Carroll, in the state of Maryand;
Philadelphia. Delaware, Chester, Lan-
caster, LaupHn, Lebanon. Berks.Mont-gomer- y,

Bucks, Lehigh, Northampton,
Carbon. Schuykill. Lucerne, Columbia.
IMontour. Northumberland, Lycoming,
Clinton, Center, Union. Snyder. Mifflin,
Juattita. Perry .and York In the state
of Pennsylvania, except as hereinafter
provided. ,

"Cattle, sheep and other ruminants
and swine may be shipped into Con-
necticut from the unquaruntlned coun-
ties In Pennsylvania for immediate
slaugrif."Attention of shippers is called to
Section 4.573 of the General Statutes,
which requires that all cattle shipped
Into Connecticut from any other state
shall be reported to this office within
six days. Blanks for this purpose may
he hai upon application to this of-
fice."

"By Request."
The numbs.- of measures introduced

into the Connecticut legislature "hv
request" is perhaps larger t"un usual
this session. On Tuesday a consider-
able fraction of proposals dumped into
the legislative hopper bore the "by re-
quest" tag.

When a measure bears the indorse-
ment "by request," it means that the
person who introduces it doesn't wish
to be held responsible for it. He con-
sents to introduce it. but by labeling his
action "by request," he seeks to-- an-
nounce that personally he hasn't any
use for the measure, but that the in-

troduction of it by him is merely an
act of courtesy. Nearly all freak bills
bear the telltale phrase. A lawmaker
who doesn't wish to be identified, ex-
cept in a technical way, with a meas-
ure that he introduces just writes the
two explanatory words on it.

A proposal tht gets in "by request"
is usually destined to walk" through a
legislative slaugliterhou.se to an open
grave. It Is handicapped from the out-
set. The committee to which it is re-

ferred wusfs little time over It. The
ind lrsein i:t is th:: moral equivalent of
a cleatn certificate.

Perhaps It would tend to shorten
the sisioii, without injuring any pub-
lic Interest. If at least nine-tent- of
the measures. Judiciously selected,
were tagged "by request." Hartford
Times.
