Hears Interesting Address by State
Forest Fir Warden.

v

Natchaug grange held ita regular
meeting; last Friday eve-nlng- . The lec-

turer's programme opened with a pa-

per on Kow to Use tha Waste Products
of the Farm, by Mrs. 1 A. Demming,
and a violin solo, by Fannie Rues.

The lecturer then introduce States
Forest Fire Warden Austin Hawes,
who spoke on forestry. Connecticut Is
the most favorable' state In the United
States for forestry on account of near
markets for lumber. This state used
23 billion feetof lumber the past year
and has rained only about seven billion
feet, show ing that there is three times
fes much used as is grown each year.

The average is about one-ha- lf cord
of wood to the acre in Connecticut at
the present time. With forestry meth-
od's it couldi be easily doubled.

Forestry will, increase yearly If the
people are given protection from nre
to their forests. At the present time
there are forest fire wardens in all but
two or three towna In the state. The
past year there were 300 fires, burn-
ing over nearly 18,000 acres. The cost
of putting out the fires waa $87.

The railroads in the state were re-

sponsible for one-ha- lf of the fires in
the past year.

At present the state has three for-
ests, one in Union of 300 acres, one In
Portland of 1,000 acres, and one In
Slmshury of 135 acre. "The trees best
adapted for forest planting are the
chestnut, white, scotch and red pines,
white ash and oak. The white pine
is the most profitable on account of its
fast growth. In the past year there
were nearly 50,000 trees planted.

The state has a nursery; by this
means the trees can be secured much
cheaper than from the nurserymen.
The trees can be bought from the
state nursery for a'bout $4 a thousand,
this being very reasonable.

The first planting of trees there
should be about 1,500 to the acre, or
otherwise five feet apart each way. On
good land four men ean set out on the
average four thousand tree a day.
Forestry is carried on very profitably
In Germany and France, and tnere is
no reason why It cannot be in Connec-
ticut or anywhere In the United
States.
