PRACTICAL PRINCIPLES IN

SUNDAY SCHOOL WORK.

Rev.' F. C. Lauderburn of St. Agnes'
Church, New York, Speaks to Nor-

wich Branch of Sunday School Union

Practical Principles in Sunday
School Work was the subject of an in-

structive talk Wednesday evening in
the vestry of Trinity Episcopal church
by Rev. F. C. Lauderburn of St. Ag-
nes' church, New York, before a meet-
ing of the Norwich branch of the Sun-
day school union of the diocese of
Connecticut. Rev. Neilson Poe Carey,
president of the Norwich branch, pre-
sided, and Introduced the speaker as
one whose close study of modern Sun-aa- y

school methods qualified him to
sL'ak with authority upon the sub-
ject.

As the first principle. Rev. Mr. Lau-
derburn said that the Sunday school
must present to the child the whole
of his religious Inheritance. It is im-

portant to understand what the child
Is, not an adult In miniature, not an
immature man, but a complete child,
perfect in himself. We cannot ask
them to exhibit an adult's religion, but
merely the highest ideal for them-
selves, growing In. depth and height as
the child lite is a constant develop-
ment.

A the second principle, we are to
consider how this can be done. It
must be through a recognition of the
psychological periods in their lives,
adapting the coures of itudy to the
child's varying needs and capacities.
For the little ones there can be teach-
ing by pictures, at another time their
natural hero worship is to be directed
aright, at another seize their desire
for service.

The third principle is concerned with
the unity of child life, and there is
the weakest point in our Sundayschool work. Tfce child is a unit, but
are we presenting our religion to the
whole child, calling into activity everyone of his latent faculties? We must
appeal through every avenue of ap-
proach. The Sunday school, in short,should be a rellgiou manual training
school, teaching our children to be
working Christians, good church peo-
ple. They must know tho formal side,
but they must practice It, and we must
teach them under the roof of the
church. Teach them the trade of be-
ing Christians. How thai uplifts our
Sunday school work!

After his talk, which was greatly
appreciated by those teachers presenta number of points were discussed be-
tween the speaker and several who
asked him ouestions. President Careyexpressed appreciation of the valuabletalk before declaring the meeting ad-
journed, shortly after o'clock.

JURASZ MURDER CASE '

WILL REACH JURY TODAY.

Testimony and Two Argument on

WednesdayWife of the Accused a
Witness.

The evidence in the case against
John Jurasz, charged with murder, was
completed in the superior court here
on Wednesday. Attorney Smith com-
pleted hi argument and Attorney
Lawless for the defense had nearly
linished his argument when court aa-jou-

for the day at 5.30 o'clock, hav
ing held an hour longer than usual to
have the case linished today. After
Attorney Lawless finishes today he wil:
be followed by Attorney Freeman for
the defense and State's Attorney Hull
will class the arguments. Judge
Wheeler will then charge tho Jury and
they will take the case under consid-
eration. Attorney Lawless claims an
alibi has been proven.

When court opened Wednesday
morning John Jurasz was recalled for
the continuance of his cross examina-
tion. He was positive that he was not
at the Yurkewisz farm the day of the
murder. He claimed that Attorney
Smith drew his hand across his own
throat at Lyme to show Jurat's how h
would be hung. Jurasz was on the
stand until 1 o'clock.

Dr. H. M. Polock was called and
testified he was superintendent of the
Norwich hospital for the insane. He
had seen Rldisz several time, spending
In all about six hours with him. and
found his physical condition good.
When Attorney Freeman asked about
his mental condition Attorney Hull oh
Jected unless he could tell about his
mental condition Sept. 7, which the
doctor said he could not do.

Attorney C E. Hickey of New Lon-
don told of taking notes at the trial at
Lyme. He said owing to being delayec'
by an auto accident Deputy Tubbs took
most of the testimony then of the farm
boy. He found the statement where a
witness said there was no mud on
Jurasz but there was some on Rldisz.

Myer Welnraub and A. I. Bush were
caUed and said they had written letters
for Jurasz. Joseph Machnik testified
to Jurass an ! Rid1?z staving in his
barn the Friday night before Labor
dey. Bernard Kux said few teams pas'.
hU house in a year.

Mrs. Joseph Machnik testified to see-

ing Jurasz about 7 o'clock Labor day
morninsr going1 east barefonted and the
next Friday the men came to her
house. RidUz told her he left Katie
with the boy and po?sIb!y Fhe hid, as
she did not want to give Jurasz his
things.

Mrs. John Jurasz, bareheaded and
poorly dressed, took the stand and tes-
tified through the interpreter. She
has been inarried about nine years at 1

ha two children. She ald- she work-
ed on the Yurkew!s place two and a
half months and did not get any pay
and owed Mrs. Yurkewisz J38. Her
testimony coroborated her husband.
The then rested.

Coroner Brown. yas recalled In re-

buttal, and testiSf'd that he did not
see Attorney Smith making any mo-

tions at the hearing, such as drawing
his hand across his throat.

Mike Toupasz, when recalled, said
he talked with Jurasz the diy he came
from Yurkewles. and Jurasz told him
he had not secured his roods, but if he
didn' get them fie had plenty of
mntches.

This completed the testimony In re-

buttal and rone was offered by the de-

fense.
Judge Wheeler derided to hold court

until 5.30. In order to have the argu-
ments proceed, with the purpose of fin-

ishing the case today, as court for
rewsons cannot be held here Fri-

day, and if not finished would have to
go over till Saturday.

At 4 o'clock Attorney C B. Smith
made the opening argument, speaking
for three-quarte- rs of an hour, explain-
ing: the law and the several possible
verdicts. He' was followed by Attorney
Lawless, who mnn the opening argu-
ment for theefense.

The adjusters on the stock and fix-
tures of the Reld & Hughes Co. were
at work all day Wednesday at the
task of adjusting the losses, begin-
ning with a meeting with the Boston
ptore people in the morning in the
Williams building.
