The grest object of prayer s the
converaion of the world, Ilutercessory
prayer Is the vital breath of the live
Christian, It lg a great thing to pray
for anolher sou] and It is an impera-
tive duty. Do we have thls kind of
prayor to any extent In our New Eng-
I'e.nd churches? How imnany members

{ your church spend a -hour each
u.‘ny In geeret prayer? Churches ars
not growing. We cannot shut our
oyey 0 the sltustion. Four hundred
churchez in New England, about one-
quarter of the whale number did not
reéceive one soul Into thelr membership
In 1907 on confesslon, In 1906 total
mergbership in 1,844 churches was 255.-
514. In 1007 nddltlom reported weare
0,086, so that It took 28 memhers one
wlhiole year to add one soul o the
fellowship—think of that. Surely that
crowd of 266,000 Christiana have not
besn praying as we should, The nead
of praver wos never more urgent than
al present Materinlism rampant on
all eides, apathy In the church and
aggremsive evll averywhere. The pow-
ers of darkness can oniy he overcoma
and defented by earmnest wrestling in
prayer by the whole ehurch for the
help and pirength of the Almighty.
