He ha? written numerous letters to
his brothers, in the hope that they
might be reached through the postal
department, tut all of the letter have

Mr. Emery'e wife died twenty-on- e

yeare ago in Willimantie and shortly
afterward he started south and west
in search of fortune. Fortune failed
to smile, however, and after strenuous
years of more or less conetant flghtig
against Mexican cattle thieves he went
to Canada as a lumberman, where he
found plenty o adventure, but not
much else.

serious wounds while engaged in res-

cuing the wlWte man.
Finally, wearying of adventure, he

came east, expecting to find his rela-
tives, only to diweover that they had
apparently vanished, and began the
search for them which has to tar
proved fruitless.

Pursuant to a notice to the members
of the church ana ecclesiastical society,
there was a large attendance, at the
midweek meeting of the Second Con-
gregational church on Thursday even-
ing for the purpose cf hearing a report
by W. 8. Allis relative to tha Mt
Pleasant chapel fund, which
he was authorized to look up at a pre-
vious meeting.

J. D. Haviland, chairman of the so-
ciety committee, (presided over the
meeting of tha sciety, which was held
first, and Dr. West presided at the
church meeting.

W. S. Allis in his report stated that
there are but two of the contributors
to the fund for the chapel who are
living Charles Bard of.this cltv and
Mr. Huntington of New Turk. The list
of donors to the fund does not exist,
as far as known, tut through the mem
ory of some of the members a partiallist has been secured. Mr. Bard con-
tributed 825 for a bell, and that is the
only amount of any contribution
known. ',Land upon which the ehapel was
erected was given for the purpose and
the chapel constructed by the contri
butions, mostly of Second church mem- -
tiers, although there were a few out-
side contributors. The chapel burned
and the insurance money, some $1,600,
was lert in trust with the deacons of
the Second church. It was placed- - in
the Chelsea Savings bank and has re-
mained there for the past thirty-eig- ht

years, so that It now amounts to
87,614.24. The land on which the chapel
stood reverted to the donors and was
Bold to Trinity Episcopal church and
they erected a chapel there which in
1302 was sold to Grace Memaiiar Bap-
tist church.

Bince- - the chapel burned' Park Con
gregational church was organized bymembers who left the Second church.

There Is a question an to whether
the bank would pay over the money to
the deacons of the church and likewise
whether the deacons would want to de
cide what should be done with the
money, Fnd also there is & question as
to whether heirs of the contributors
woul( or could claim a. part of the
fund. The .same trouble exists regard -

in? wnat use can be made of the fund.
Mr. Allis suggeted that It could be

taken to the courts by the bank, inas-
much as the sre very careful to
protect themselves when there may be
more than one claimant, on an inter-
pleader, and by a friendly suit have
the court determine the matter and
what use can be made of the fund.

The report of Mr. Allis was accepted
by both the society and the church
with thanks and the society authorized
the society committee and the church
authorized the deacons to take fueli
necessary steps as would be required
to learn whom the fund can be paidi to
and for what it can be used.
