This race s one of the sevarest tests
of @ man's physical condition that can
be had.

To them it js a danger with almost
positive evil results. It 'is for the
man who has completed his growth
and who has lived an active live. F¥is
physical belng must never have suf-
fered from abusive habits. His heart
must have aocustomed iteslf to the
severs aiforts of vigorous training.

The Marathon enthusiasm has
reached our city and now the oppor-
tunity of matching our skill and an-
durance with that of famed men is at
hand, and no doubt many an ambitions
voung man lg wondering how he can
improve his physical eondmon. and
how he can place his bod, that state
