ARCHBISHOP JOHN HUGHES.
Fourth Prize.

On June 24, 1797, in fax away Coun-
ty Tyrone, Ireland, a baby boy ws
born that waa destined to be, with but
one exception the greatest archbishop
America ever had.

As is too often the caae, the family
lost their money and the father was
obliged to come to America, to be fol-

lowed shortly after by hie wife and
children. They settled In Chambers-bur- g,

Pennsylvania, in 1816.
John sought and secured a position

In Eoimetsburg in hopes of making
some arrangements to enable him to
attend college, for he longed to be a
priest and the loss of the mony had
been a severe blow to him.

How delighted he was when he
found that he could attend eollejre If
he consented to superintend the gar-
den work on the college grounds.

His college record is an honored
one and after studying theology he
waa ordained In 18.26 by Bishop Con-ne- li

of Philadelphia, who was very
proud of him and used to say that he
would be a bishop.

Twice he was disappointed In not
being made bishop, but God wanted
him for a more arduous labor.

In 132 he became prominent In the
famous Huc;hs-Breckenbrld- debate
which resulted In the Presbyterian di-

vine's discomfited retreat from the
field.

In 1838 he was consecrated coadjutor
bishop of New York but soon became
bishop. During the rest of his life
he was prominent aa a defender of, the
faith. ,

In 1S39 he went to Europe for the in-

terests of his flock and everywhere met
with a warm and generous welcome.
Large subscriptions were given him
and when he returned he established
St. John's college, Fordham, now In
the care of the Jesuits. Atoout the
same time he established the Ladles of
the Sacred Heart, who are famous for
thA'r ed female academies

Especial attention did he give to the
public school question.- The text books
abounded in msulta to Catholics and
their religion, and teachera compelled
the pupils part ln ' Protectant
worship. A severe contest resulted In
the victory of bigotry. Then the ne'er-tire- d

bishop appealed to the state leg-

islature ln vain. ' Then In an address
full of enthusiasm and earnestness he
appealed to his people and the result
was very gratifying.

About this time there was great in-
struction of church "property, in Phila-
delphia, and matters threatened to be
likewise in New York, but Bishop
Hughes warned the mayor and coun-
cil that It wouldi not be wise to permit
this. Hi3 sincere farnestness and lov-

ing manner won the heart of all who
knew him, no matter of what creed.
President Lincoln and other prominent
men were his ataunch friends and
longed to see him a cardinal. During
the civil war he was sent to Tanoe on
an Important publio mission.

In 1850 New York waa made or. arch
diocese and he received the pallium
from Plus IX.

In 11 he laid the eomereton of
St. Patrick'a cathedral and roMd enor-
mous sums for its building.

But the terrible strain of work and
the thought of the immense debt of
the archdlooese told on nia neaitn.
During the draft rlota ha made a speech
in July, 1863, but waa not able to stand
while talking.

On Jan. 8, tnore entered. Into
rest one of Goers most fat thru! ser-
vants, one deserving of a place of
honor and respect In every true Amer-
ican heart.

In colonial times fearless Irishmen,
understanding the evils of oppression
bent all their efforts in the fierce strug-
gle for independence.

John Barry Is known to us es "The
Father of the American Navy;" Mont-
gomery, saoond only to Washington In
our hearts, lost his life at the storming
of Quebec; Patrick Henry will live for-
ever in his memoraole worda. "give me
liberty or give me death"; and we must
always associate the heroic deeds of
General Stark with the Battle of
Bunker Hill.

The first naval battle of the Revo-
lution was won by Maariee O'Brien,
who witn his five sons and a handful
of men captured the British ship Mar-garet- ta

off the Maine coast.
On land, too, it Is an Irishman, John

Sullivan, stands forth as the hero
of the first open act of resistance from
the colonists the oaptare of Port "Wi-
lliam and Mary.
We honor many Irish whose names are

Inot so well known but who In rank and
file were none the leas helpful In the
fight for liberty. Tbey served In the
Irish Brigade, among the FriendlySons of St. Patrlak, the daring Mary-
land Artillery and the fearless riflemen
who under Morgan accompanied Ar-
nold In hi dangeroua march throughth wilderness.

It is undeniable that the United
States falned its independence largely
through the efforts of Irishmen. Their
descendants have beentx)ually Import-ant in maintaining the life of the new
republic.

Captain William Butler bore arms
for his country first in the "war of tS12
and later in the Mexican war, succeed-
ing General Scott as commander-in-chie- f

of the army of the United States.
General Meade, the hero of Gettys-
burg, grandson of a founder of the
Friendly Sons of St. Patrick, was onlyone of the Irishmen who defended the
union during the civil war.

Irishmen ir. America have been
statesmen as well as warriors.

Carroll, Hancock, Paine, Thornton,
Whipple, signers of the Declaration
of Independence, were Irish, either bybirth and descent.

James Sullivan, congressman and
attorney-genera- l, was governor of
Massachusetts.

Thomas i Johnson, Maryland's first
governor, afterwards justice of the
"United States supreme court, was a
grandson of an Irishman.

Delaware's first governor, John y,

was ar Irishman. .
The Influence of the Irish race in

Ann has grown, until today Its
i'hs, !;mfj are still among those who
aiv making American history.

Andrew Jackson was born March 15.

In the great battle of
Fredericksburg when the colore of his
regiment were falling, and the color-bear- er
