OLD BOROUGH HALL

Desired by Purchaser as Location for
Small Industry.

When ths new central Are station
is ready for occupancy, which will be
in a few weeks, the old borough hall
building, where the General Putnam
steamer company. Rattler hook and
ladder company and Pioneer hose
company are now stationed, will tie
practically abandoned, so far as its use
by the borough is concerned. Warden
W. H. Marland has already been ap-

proached by parties who desire to pur-
chase the building and there are many
citizens who are of the opinion that
it should be disposed of as ouickly as
possible. At one time the basement
was used as a cell room for keeping
prisoners, but since the police quar-
ters In the town hall building were
built, the fire companies have been
the only users of the building, ex-

cept when the hall upstairs has been
occupied for a borough meeting or for
a meeting of the Bricklayers and Ma-

sons' unions. As a place for holding
borough meetings, it Is as often as not
unsatisfactory, being difficult of ac-

cess, small and poorly ventilated.
From now on the rental of the hall,
the only source of revenue from the
building, will be barely sufficient to
cover the cost of Insurance, , not to
mention the cost of upkeep or the loss
of the interest on the investment it
represents.

One of the inquirers who wants to
purchase Intends, if he can buy, to use
it to house a small industry which he
is willing to move here from a neigh-
boring town. So far as a place for
holding borough meetings In the fu-
ture is concerned, balls can be hired In
Danielson once or twice a vear, for
a far less sum than it would cost to
hold the borough building: places
more convenient of access and, more
satisfying to the voters.
