Willie said the man, who guve the
name of James H. Boyle, was the one
who took him from school and carried
litm through a torthous route to Cleve-
land, then to Ashtabula, back to this
olty, and placed him in the house in
the Fast End, where hewswps held un-
til the money was pald. Willie also
declared that the woman was the one
who cared for him at the house where
he was detained and she acted*The part
of a nurse.

Mr. Whitla Would Say Nothing Re-
garding the Woman.

Boyle says that the woman is his
wife. The pollog hava no other iden-
tification of the couple than the names
given. Ho far as the mun I8 concern-
ed, the poilce belleve the namo s cor-
rect, Borle B sald to reside tn Sha-
ron and is a plumber by trade. o is
sadd to ‘have a widowed mother, four
brothers and a sister,

The womuan, who I8 accredited with
being the wife of Boyle, declared soon
after her arrest that her identifioation
would cnuse a wensation in Sharon.

When the identification was compliet-
od, Mr. Whitix would say pothing re-
garding the woman, He sald he knew
Boyla slightly.

Prisoners Before Grand Jury.

Immediately afteh Willie hud sien
the man and woman|gt the central po-
lice statlon, they werg taken to the
county court house and there appeared
before the grand jury. They were ex-
anined for the purpose of alding the
fory In its attompt 10 And an Indlet-
et against thom. ‘The charge, under
the laws of Ohlo, againet {he man and
woman, If any Ilndictment was found,
will be blackmail. ‘This lk hnsed upon

the psymment of the $10,000 ransom
made by Whitla.

As Borle and hig wife are held by
the police on suapiclon only, an Indlot-
ment will afford a means of formally
plncing them wunder arrest, and then
they oan be held indefinitely,

New York, March 26.—A dishonest
mutr holding the position of polive |
“ommissioner In New York city might |
ensily beoome a milllohalre in a few
months, so great afe the opportunities
for illielt ace to n state-
ment today by Commissioner Bingham.

For Protsction of Criminal Interests,

During Mr. Bingham's Qirst year in
the office, he sald, a single bribe of
2600000 n year was offéersad him, it he
wounld protect certaln criminnl Inter-
ests. "Compllance with the conditions
of the offer,” he added, “would have
besn entirely of 4 negative matter—
all they wanted was to be left alone.”

Commissioner Bingham was worked
up over the refusal of the eity wider-,
men to vote him an appropriation of |
$100,000 for a secret service to Inves-
tigate Black Hand crtmes and other
matters, He referred to the sum as o |
paltry one, compared with the
smounts which the ériminal Interests
are willing to pay to obstruct and pre-
